	Learning objectives –

· to evaluate the value of boycotts in combating child labour

· to recognise and explore a range of opinions on how best to help working children

· Article 28 –right to education –every child has the right to an education

· Article 32- Governments must protect children from work that is dangerous or might harm their health or education

Introduction -
· Discuss and revise with the pupils their knowledge of children’s rights – UNCRC.
· Discuss with the pupils what they know about working children around the world. (Might be useful to put up some images to illustrate types of jobs still done by children)
· Class is divided into 6 groups. Each group is given the role-play card best suited to them. (This is from the Working Children Worldwide Save the Children pack).

· Teacher sets the scene. A football team has been asked by campaigners to launch a boycott of popular leather footballs stitched by children, as well as adults, in Pakistan. The children often miss out on school and the campaigners say this is totally unacceptable (See information sheet for background information)

· The concept of a boycott is discussed and explained.
· Each group is given time to discuss their position and carry out the task on their card.
· The football team hosts an enquiry sitting at the front of the class. They introduce themselves by reading out their statement and listen to representations from the other groups who read out what they have prepared: e.g. the “children” read out their letter. While the enquiry is taking place, the “reporters” finish their report in a quiet place.
· The football team retires to a quiet place to discuss their decisions. The reporters return and read out their report to the class.

· Teacher debriefs the class, encouraging them to set their roles aside and review the football team’s decision.
· Discussion Points –
· Why can boycotts do more harm than good?

· What needs to change so the children do not have to stitch footballs?

· What other actions could the team take to help improve the lives of working children?

· Why is it important that children go to school?

Plenary -  pupils research work that is done by children today around the world and create a display highlighting this.

	· Children can discuss why some children work around the world and what can be done to help these children.
