Primary 7 –Needs and Wants Auction


	Learning Outcomes

Clarify points by asking questions or by asking others to say more.

	· Children’s Rights – explore needs and wants and distinguish between them.
· Working in small groups – discuss how to cope in a crisis –Red Cross Pack.
Before the activity –

· Display the wants and needs auction cards around the room
· Have the citizen credits ready for distribution to each group, or give out three sheets to each group and allow them to cut out their own “money”. Each group should have 400 credits to begin with.

Introduction –setting the scene-
1. Small groups of 4-6 pupils. Each group represents a family who have been displaced due to conflict or natural disaster (the disaster is decided upon by class teacher)
2. Each family group has lost their family home and all of their possessions. They do, however, have a sum of “money”, which they can use to purchase certain items, displayed around the room.
3. Children have to get into roles and decide what family members they are –parent, son, daughter, grandparent, aunt, uncle, cousin etc.

4. The group must decide how they are going to make decisions and who is going to be the spokesperson for the group ad bid for the items they want to purchase. Another family member (or two) can be responsible for holding the money, counting it and paying the auctioneer for items purchased. They must be able to justify their purchase in each instance.

5. It might be useful at this stage to agree the rules of the auction and display them – (e.g.) Only one person form each group is appointed to bid; A group cannot bid more credits than they possess for an item or they risk losing all the items they have already purchased; once a group has purchased an item it will be removed from display and becomes the property of that group.
6. Groups spend next 10-15 mins –

· Counting citizen credits

· Looking at items available for purchase

· Prioritising items

· Deciding how much “money” they will allocate for the purchase of each item (note that the money they decide to spend may change as the items are auctioned)

7. Teacher then auctions items in a random fashion

8. As each item is bought, the family groups can be asked about their reasons for purchasing that particular item.

9. Alternatively, discussions can be left to a session at the end of the auction when the family groups are asked to display the items they have purchased and explain their choices to the rest of the class

Questions for discussion –
1. Which family group has secured the best set of items? Why do you think that is?

2. Is there a difference between wants and needs (this will revise work done in P6)
3. What are the basic needs of people in crisis?
4. Are the needs of children different from other family members?

5. What about the needs of the elderly/injured/people suffering from disease?

6. Are the needs of people in a disaster or conflict situation different from your needs?

7. Would you have purchased the items differently if you were living in Afghanistan, Iraq or Syria?
8. If resources are limited, in what ways could people access them? (E.g. by pooling resources or sharing them; working together to build wells, grow food or raise livestock. Or, through the work of international aid agencies delivering emergency aid when people are most vulnerable.)
Note –

Some of the groups may already have seen the benefit of groups working together and combining resources to obtain items rather than working in competition to each other.

Tips –
When looking at the various needs and wants cards and the reasons for acquiring them, some may be more obvious than others. It may be useful to discuss theses in more detail.
E.g.  - Why might you find the following important when fleeing a conflict or disaster situation?
· Why might you need to pay for your family? – When leaving your home in a crisis situation, you may find it difficult to keep the family together. It may be necessary to pay for members of the family to cross borders together, or to pay relatives or other people for shelter.

· Photographs – If you do become separated, how will your family members find each other if you don’t have photographs to show people what they look like?

· Writing materials – If you have to leave your home in a hurry while other members of your family are at work or school, how will they know where you have gone?

· Radio – Listening to the radio can give you information such as: where it is safe; where are the people who can help you; where the working hospitals and medication are; where you will go to get food and clean water.

· Education – Schools can be seen as places of structure and reminders of normality when all around is in chaos. They can give young people a focus and a sense of belonging if they have lost family members.

Post activity discussion –

· What happens when the conflict is over?

· What happens when the disaster has passed?

· How will the country get back to the state it was in before or better?

· How will your needs and wants change?

· Needs and wants posters are produced by the groups showing their purchases and the reasons they are important in a disaster or conflict situation. These can then be displayed.
· May wish to research the work done by aid agencies such as the Red Cross and see how children’s rights (needs) are met.

	· Children can discuss similarities and differences between wants and needs and make decisions.


	Cross curricular links

	· Children’s Rights –UNCRC – Article 1 –Everyone under 18 has these rights;

·  Article 2 –All children have these rights, no matter what.
· Article 4 – The government should make sure that all these rights are available to all children.
