	Children’s Rights – this lesson explores the issues surrounding refugees and human rights and provides a basis for recognising the human impact of conflict.
· To know what a refugee is

· To have a general understanding of refugee issues and the difficult conditions in which refugee children live and endure.

· Realise that there are refugees from all over the world living in many countries.

· Begin to develop empathy for children who are similar to themselves but who have lost their homes, homelands and most, if not all, of their possessions.

· Have increased global awareness
· Can express themselves through discussion and role.

Introduction – 

· Ask children to brainstorm ideas of the definition of “refugee”.

· Discuss ideas. Definition should be along the lines of –“A refugee is a person who has had to leave their country, forced out by fear, persecution, violence or natural disaster.

· Today, the lesson will focus on refugees as a result of conflict, but that natural disasters such as famine or drought can also result in refugees.

Focus –
· Refugees are the same as everyone else except they have had to leave their countries, driven out by a well-founded fear of persecution or violence.
· In the regions of Africa that the children will be looking at, refugees are usually civilians caught up in the endless round of civil conflict.
· Conflict is often started by the desire for valuable natural resources, such as diamonds, gold etc. and sustained by the sale of them.
· Refugees are ordinary people forced to go on an unwanted journey in search of a safe place. They leave everything behind because they are frightened and hungry and have no hope of a happy and safe life where they are. They enter another country and claim asylum. Many of them have to live in refugee camps which vary greatly in amenities and comfort.
· Read and discuss Jacob’s story. You could show some images of refugee camps to let children see for themselves what they are like.
Jacob’s Story –possible discussion questions – 
· Where did Jacob and the other refugees come from?

· Where did they think they would be safe?

· What are the reasons that Jacob and the other refugees give for not staying in their home town or even their home country?
· Jacob tells us some of the dangers he faced on his trek. What are they? Can you think of any others that could have taken place?

· Why is Jacob happy now he is in a refugee camp? Is he ever sad? Why?

· Jacob is a refugee child. What do you think makes him a refugee?

· Ask the pupils to think about what it might be like to be a refugee. Think about the “little things” as well as the big things – e.g. what would it be like to leave everything behind? How would you feel if you had no baby photographs/ mementoes from when you were younger?

Human rights –

· Revise the concept of human rights and the UNCRC. These refugee children also have rights. – Use resource sheet 2- How might this be more difficult for refugee children?
· Watch the video “Carly, a refugee story” – and discuss. http://unhcr.org/v-49b7c81e2
· Tasks – a) pupils should design posters promoting one of the 5 basic human right for children
b) –pupils write a diary entry or “A Day in the life of …” piece about what they think it may be like to be a refugee.

c) – pupils devise short role plays exploring what it might be like to be a refugee. Each group them performs their role plays to the rest of the class.

Plenary - Discuss and summarise what the children have learned and know about refugees and the human impact of conflict.

*Create a display of any work produced by the children.

	· Children can discuss what a refugee is and reasons why people become refugees.

	· Children’s Rights –UNCRC – Article 1 –Everyone under 18 has these rights;

·  Article 2 –All children have these rights, no matter what.
· Article 4 – The government should make sure that all these rights are available to all children. 

· Article 6 – You have the right to life and be healthy. 

· Article 15 – Your right to meet with friends and join clubs and groups.
· Article 19 –You should not be harmed and should be looked after and kept safe.

· Article 22- If a child is a refugee or seeking refuge, governments must ensure that they have the same rights as any other child.
