David Batchelor uses found colour to create incredible sculpture, drawings and paintings. Batchelor uses coloured plastic sunglasses, utensils, pegs and even watering cans to transform the ordinary into something beautiful.  In his drawings and paintings he does not mix colour but uses it as it comes – straight from the can.  Inspired by Batchelor’s exhibition ‘Flatlands’ and his online portfolio investigate, explore, collect and create with found colour through a series of creativity challenges in partnership with The Fruitmarket Gallery, Edinburgh. Found colour is an interdisciplinary learning experience developed for third level learners and is part of a progressive series of creativity challenges designed around the context of colour created in partnership with The Fruitmarket Gallery, Edinburgh using the context  of Dundee born artist, David Batchelor’s exhibition ‘Flatlands’ and his online portfolio.

The experiences have been planned using the NAR flowchart process and the publication ‘Taking a closer look at NAR’. 

The Fruitmarket Gallery is a member of Engage and they work to promote access to, understanding and enjoyment of the visual arts. 

Learning experiences focus on improving skill and understanding in responding to abstract art and undertaking design briefs collaboratively and creatively. 

This partnership with The Fruitmarket Gallery also works towards improving confidence in educators to discuss and respond to contemporary, abstract art and overall by engaging with art in this way it is hoped that young people and their families will visit an art gallery in their locality.

This briefing paper will support educators in thinking about creativity when planning with learners.

These challenges will be live in September 2013.  Afterwards they will be made available as packs of learning, teaching and assessment resources in the Creativity Learning Channel in Glow.

This learning experience has been developed to work towards supporting the delivery of the Curriculum for Excellence Implementation Plan 2012-13 and the ICT in Education Objectives. Learning will culminate in an online exhibition of young people’s creativity. Using Glow to facilitate this experience works towards changing behaviours as identified in these objectives.  The Scottish Survey of Literacy and Numeracy revealed that learners need to increase their skills and understanding in group discussion. This set of learning experiences also supports the development of these skills.

	Colour of the city

Term – Monochrome

Term - abstract

‘Not the colour found in nature, but the synthetic colour of the illuminated street sign and lurid glare of the nocturnal metropolis.’ (page 6)

‘intense, exuberant colour’ (page 6)

‘I wanted the work to be more about the city, about the colours you see on cars and on the streets. These works were painted but they weren’t paintings’ (page 82)

Discuss the quotes above about Batchelor’s sources of colour, found colour.

Explore found colour – Get outdoors and create a collaborative collection of photographs of the city, found colour.

Organise these into ‘monochrome’ collections.
Listen to the audio file of Blob 38 and identify the artwork being described.
Describe examples of Bachelor’s sculptures using the visual elements.

Begin collecting found colour objects for an installation.

Create with pure colour -‘straight from the can’
Frank Stella ‘to keep the paint as good as it was in the can’ p82
‘’ I was beginning to use urban colours, industrial colours. I certainly never thought about oil paints or watercolours.” p82
‘When you open a tin of paint it’s a truly lovely moment: it’s liquid, highly reflective and gorgeous; but it’s difficult to keep the paint as good as it was in the can’ p82
Look at the video of Blob Painting 38 by David Batchelor
Create a blob painting

Discuss and describe, narrate and capture the process of creating a ‘Blob’ painting using the visual elements.

· Describe the colour in the can

· Pouring from the can

· Moving the board with the colour

· Watching paint dry – ‘as dull as watching paint dry’

Observations, descriptions of textures

Consider when you might use this texture again!

Put your Blob on a plinth

Do you think the Blobs have personality?

What might they be saying to each other?

Keep collecting found colour
