The Mix it Up! project outline provides practitioners with an outline of the learning experiences using the NAR flow chart process and the publication ‘Taking a closer look at NAR.

Mix it up creates a context in which learners can be supported to

· Undertake simple scientific investigations 

· Be creative 

· Share and learn with peers through Glow 

· Profile and recognise achievement 

These challenges will be live in September 2013. Afterwards they will be made available as packs of learning, teaching and assessment resources in the Creativity Learning Channel on Glow.

	Mix up colours
Practical investigation of mixing colours using a variety of materials.

Let’s play with colour and mix them up

Plan 

Talk about exploring what happens when you mix colours.

To support planning there are photographs of practical colour mixing investigations in the ‘Mix it up!’ learning space in Glow 

· Cover hand with favourite colour and shake hands with a friend to make a new colour

· Scrunch different colours of play dough together

· Put blobs of colour in a clear plastic sandwich bag and mix together

· Put droplets of food colouring into a tank of water

· Smudge chalks together

· Shake paints in a bottle

· Spray colours onto each other

· Freeze coloured cubes and melt them beside each other.

· Look through coloured filters, place them on top of each other on a light box
Record

How will we remember what we did?

Discuss how to record the learning process.

Look at examples in the learning space on Glow

Guess/Predict

Watch short video clips of colour mix investigations in the ‘mix it up’ learning space on Glow and use this to support prediction. Each clip will stop before the colour mixes . 

What do you think might happen next?

Investigate and explore

Use a variety of ways and materials to mix colours

Discuss and share findings
Talk about findings

Share photographs and short video clips of investigations in the Mix it up! Learning space on Glow
Learn from others across Scotland
	Observation of learner during practical investigation – video, photograph, written observation to highlight if they use information from others to inform their next steps
Recording of child explaining what they did and discovered during the practical investigation.

Ask what did you see and feel, possibly hear?

· Coloured ice cubes

Tell a story about your blob

Group the class blobs into a large colourful huddle and photograph.

Share the learning process and the final products in the Mix it up learning space on Glow.
	Ask child to compare their blob with a Batchelor blob.
What is similar, what is different.
