For practitioners
Natural colour is an interdisciplinary learning experience developed for first level learners and is part of a progression of creativity challenges designed around the context of colour.

The natural colour outline provides practitioners with an overview of the learning experiences using the NAR flow chart process and the publication ‘Taking a closer look at NAR.  Educators should adapt this guidance to meet the needs of the learners they teach.

Natural colour creates a context in which learners can be supported to explore ‘fat questions’ through practical and creative challenges
· Develop a curiosity and understanding of their environment

· Undertake simple scientific investigations using practical techniques

· Create visual information

· Explore a range of media to create images and objects
· Be creative 

· Share and learn with peers through Glow

	Week 1 : Creativity Challenge 1

	Learning intentions

(Success criteria should be generated with learners)
	Learning Experiences

	I am learning to: 

· Create visual information from observing and recording outdoors
· Safely observe, record and describe the pattern of the movement of the sun
	Creativity Challenge – What colour is the sky?
Pre-learning task - Create a picture to show the colour of the sky. 
Collaborate to create a ‘sky book’
Every day, 3 times a day, for a week go outdoors and look at the sky – whatever the weather. 
Use a compass to work out where North, South, East and West are.
Choose a direction and describe what you see – a paint swatch palette may prove useful.  Discuss why the sky is that particular colour and the position of the sun.
Think of questions to ask a meteorologist. Post these in the discussion forum.

If enough questions are posted a Glow TV session will be organised

Create an image to represent your observations.

Idea starters
· Use a long strip of paper with everyone adding their observations.

· Or use individual pieces of paper with paint, crayons, pastels etc

· Or use a selection of coloured materials to create a collage. 
Share what you see in the natural colour learning space in Glow
Add pictures to a google map to share location and time of posting
Ask educators and learners across Scotland to add what colour the sky is with them to their newsfeed #sky and photograph if possible
Colour collection of the week – blue – contribute photographs to this national photo library in Glow
Study a collection of artist’s works of skies

	Creativity challenge – Show me green?

Pre-learning task - Create a picture which has sky and ground.

Go outdoors and find green?

Is the green you have found similar or different to the greens found by others.

In groups discuss how you can describe different types of green

Go on a colour walk and collect different greens through photography or by collecting natural objects and matching them to a green paint palette.

In groups create a natural green palette.  Arrange the collection by tone. 
Give learners a structure for the discussion, agree an order, give a learner the role of questioner to ensure each learner explains their choice. Give another learner the role of recording the discussion etc.

Share the collection in the natural colour learning space in Glow.

How many greens can we find across Scotland.

Look outside and decide which natural colour is most dominant, there is most of. Discuss why you think this is.
