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Following education in some of Dumfries’s finest establishments, including Laurieknowe Primary School, Maxwellltown High School and Dumfries Academy, Janice Kirkpatrick graduated from Glasgow School of Art in 1984 winning the Newberry Medal. In 1985, while studying for a postgraduate degree she co-founded the design business, Graven Images, with her architect partner Ross Hunter. Today Graven Images has a studio in Glasgow with around 30 people, a blue chip client list and projects in some of the world’s most glamorous places.

Janice is a practising designer and Creative Director. She normally works as part of a team designing and implementing brands and projects across a range of businesses and industries including Banking & Finance, Hotels & Leisure and across both Public and Corporate sectors.

The studio’s recent projects include hotels and brands for Carlson, Missoni, and Radisson in Chicago, Edinburgh, Kuwait, Oman and Minneapolis, workplaces for Access, BBC and Standard Life, iconoclastic branding and interiors for jewellery retailer, ROX, furnishing products for Harris Tweed Hebrides and business lounges for British Airways.

Janice is also a broadcaster, curator, writer and lecturer on topics including design, creativity, business, culture, identity and place. She wrote and presented, Designing Our Lives, a six-part series for BBC2 and Pack Age a survey of international packaging design published by Laurence King.

Janice was a Conran Foundation Archive Collector and is member of Designers & Art Directors and a Fellow of the Royal Society of Arts. She was a Governor and Deputy Chairman of Glasgow School of Art where she is currently a Visiting Professor. For six years she was a Trustee of NESTA, the National Endowment for Science, Technology and the Arts, where she chaired of the £20M Investment & Innovation seed fund. She has also been a member of Creative Industries Advisory Committees for both Westminster and Scottish governments, a member of the British Council’s Creative Industries Advisory Group and from 2005 to 2008 was Chairman of The Lighthouse – Scotland’s International Centre for Architecture, Design and the City and has been a visiting lecturer and external examiner at many higher education establishments.

Janice lives in Carrick, on the edge of Galloway, and is a regular visitor to Dumfries.
