Our Numeracy and Mathematics Learning
In Numeracy we be focusing on money on Tuesdays and will scaffold and develop our previous learning and build on our knowledge of place value and addition including:
· Multiplication and Division (2,5,10) through practical activities and recording
· Ordering and exploring number sequences
· Counting and doing Addition/Subtraction to 100. 

In Mathematics, we will be looking at measuring volume weight and capacity which ties in nicely with our focus on water and plants as we can measure how much water does a plant need.







Our IDL learning (Interdisciplinary)
Our class focus this term is on Science: Plants and Life-cycles. We will be learning about what plants need and how and why they grow with a look at sustainability as well. We have already planted many different foods and flowers and will see how they develop before summer.
We will also take a look at where our food comes from and the variety of jobs needed to bring food from a farm to our plates.
