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We would like to encourage our children to read for enjoyment every day. In Primary 6 we have ERIC (Everybody Reading in Class) time every day after break. Pupils are welcome choose a book from our class or school library or if they would prefer they can bring in a book they are enjoying from home.  
This term we will be using a new resource called ‘Write on Track’ to further develop our writing skills. This resource teaches pupils how to uplevel their writing through a deeper understanding of sentence structure and grammar.                  







PE days
PE days for P6 are on: Mondays and Thursdays.
On PE days, children should come to school in their PE kit. Children are encouraged to wear school colours for their PE days. No football tops should be worn. 
Earrings must be taken out to take part in PE. Children are required to do this independently.
Homework
Spelling words are uploaded to Seesaw on a Monday. 
Pupils should complete activities from the spelling grid to practise their words.
Primary 6 will also be working on a personal project this term on a subject of their choice. This will form part of their homework and details will follow. 



Our IDL learning (Interdisciplinary)
This term we are learning about Exploring Space in preparation for our school science fair which will take place in June. We will also be learning about the World Cup and Commonwealth Games both of which are exciting events taking place this summer.

Our Maths focus this term will be measurement. We will also be reinforcing our learning on place value and the four operations as well as practising the times tables and learning about fractions and decimals.
