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Description automatically generated]Latest child poverty statistics across Clackmannanshire indicate the percentage of children aged 0-15 years living in relative poverty has increased from 25.5% to 27.3% in 2023. This equates to 2423 children.

Partners within the Tackling Poverty Partnership and Family Wellbeing Partnership for Clackmannanshire, have come together to plan events for this year’s Challenge Poverty week. The Tackling Poverty Partnership has a responsibility for planning and delivering the Local Child Poverty Action Plan for the Council and NHSFV. This year we considered the key themes proposed by the Poverty Alliance of: 
Housing,     transport,      adequate incomes,       food,       communities and volunteering  
The themes chosen for our local sessions (outlined in the timetable below), also reflect some of the priorities and drivers of poverty that partners have identified over the past year. They build on existing work to reduce the cost of living for families, increase income from employment for parents and increase access to benefits and entitlement for families. 
· The launch of Family Hubs is planned work within Clackmannanshire Council’s Family Wellbeing programmes and follows considerable consultation work and co-production with local families. 
· Clackmannanshire Third Sector Interface in partnership with our Health & Social Care Partnership have deliberately planned their event for supporting older people with their rights and support services, during Challenge Poverty week. 
· The Home Energy Advice Team for the Council runs regular surgeries at Council Headquarters (Kilncraigs) and across Clackmannanshire.
· Our Housing services team have recently commissioned a rent review of all social housing stock (including of Registered Social Landlords). Recommendations from that work are being taken forward and further consultation approaches are planned with residents. 
We hope that as many people as possible attend these advertised sessions. Feedback from these sessions will be used to further plan actions to tackle poverty for families and wider residents within Clackmannanshire.

Home Energy Advice Team (Council) H.E.A.T

Fuel poverty and Energy Efficiency advice Surgeries are available at Kilncraigs.


The Team will also be in attendance at the Family Hub events which are scheduled to commence in early October (see below).

The HEAT team can provide information on grants and financial assistance for owners/private tenants that are presently available to install energy efficiency improvements to your home such as insulation, new boilers, solar panels and renewable energy heating systems.

Winter fuel payments – the team can assist individuals to check for their eligibility and to make claims where appropriate, they can also provide guidance on alternative assistance which may help persons who are not entitled to the payment this  year.

Assistance with Debt relief – The HEAT can help individuals to access financial support through various debt support funds to help tackle existing debt.

	Launch of Family hubs 
As part of the Family Support Collaborative in Clackmannanshire we are launching two Family Support Hubs with a third to follow before December. The aim of these hubs is to provide a community place-based approach to accessing services and supports. The hubs will offer a free, drop in style, non referral approach where families, parents, carers, young people can walk in a receive advice, sign posting and, in some cases, support there and then. Services and supports already committed to the hubs include, Barnardos, Action for Children, Homestart, and employability supports.

We want to create spaces that have a no wrong door approach, if you are looking for advice or support with any matters that relate to a family we want to be able to help and support at the first point of contact. The hubs have been completely designed by communities with co production and participation at the centre of them. The Hubs will not take away from any of the existing work that goes on around family support - it is an addition and a new easier way for people to access support and advice before it is reaching the level of crisis interventions.
