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“The single most important driver of the quality of a child’s early learning and childcare (ELC) experience is a high-quality workforce. Continuous professional learning (CPL) is an essential component of ELC quality and is linked to children’s development.” (Scottish Government, 2020)[footnoteRef:1] [1:  Scottish Government (2020). ELC Practitioners: training modules. ] 

Continuous professional learning is essential to providing high-quality ELC in Glasgow. This document outlines Glasgow’s Professional Learning Framework for all staff working in both local authority and funded providers of ELC in Glasgow. All staff should use the framework in planning their personal continuous professional learning, as part of the established PDP processes for GCC nurseries or for your establishment, as informed by the SSSC Code of Practice. The leadership team should also use the framework to keep an overview of staff development needs and support planning for development at establishment level. 
The framework is informed by the National Model of Professional Learning which states professional learning should be: 
· Challenging, and develop thinking, knowledge, skills and understanding;
· Underpinned by developing skills of enquiry and criticality;
· Interactive, reflective and involve learning with and from others.

It shows how, in line with best practice principles for effective professional development (EEF, 2021)[footnoteRef:2], new learning should build on previous learning. A mix of learning opportunities should be considered, including self-directed research, skills training, reflective practice and self-evaluation, collaborative learning with peers, whole establishment development processes, and others. It is vital to consider how the skills and knowledge gained through training and development opportunities will result in improved practice.  Using opportunities to access coaching and consultation can support the implementation of new skills and knowledge and so ensure professional learning activities lead to higher-quality experiences for the children and babies in our care. 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Responsibilities in respect of professional registration and CPL


The Scottish Social Services Council (SSSC) is the regulatory body for social service workers, including those who work in the early learning and childcare profession. You can register with the SSSC only after you have started in your ELC role. Once you start a role, you have up to six months to register. There is an annual fee for registering with the SSSC and registration lasts for five years

The SSSC Code of Practice for Social Service Workers requires workers to take responsibility for maintaining and improving their knowledge and skills. The SSSC refer to CPL as Post Registration Training and Learning (PRTL). During every 5 year registration period the SSSC requires practitioners to complete 60 hours or 10 days of PRTL. 

You should record your PRTL through your MYSSSC webpage. While it is important that record any learning and development you have undertaken, it is important that you reflect upon what you have learned and how this has impacted your work. 

ELC settings have a statutory requirement to ensure that staff engage in appropriate training to undertake their role and will therefore be able to advise you on relevant CPL for your role and of courses that should be available to you locally

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The codes of practice for social service workers. 



The SSSC have developed the ‘Codes of Practice for Social Service Workers and Employers’ (the Codes of Practice) which set out clear standards for professional conduct and practice that social service workers, including early year workers, must meet in their everyday work. 

When you register with the SSSC you must agree to follow the SSSC Codes of Practice for Workers. You are responsible for making sure that your professional practice meets all of the required standards. This includes your practice within work as well as your conduct outside of your work. You should familiarise yourself with the Codes of Practice which can be found here. You should do this as soon as possible. 

SSSC may take action against registered workers if they fail to meet the standards of character, conduct and competence necessary for them to do their job safely and effectively set out in the Codes of Practice. 

Reflective Questions

What conduct and behaviour can children and their families expect of you?
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SSSC has developed a new system for CPL which they formally referred to as Post Registration Training and Learning (PRTL). Through the new system you can record learning in a way which suits you, and a MyLearning App is also available to support this. Whilst it is important that you tell the SSSC about any learning and development you have undertaken, it is equally important that you tell them what you have learned and how this has impacted on your work. 



ELC settings have a statutory requirement to ensure that staff engage in appropriate induction and training to undertake their role and this is something that the Care Inspectorate monitor in inspections. Your employers will therefore be able to advise you on relevant CPL for your role and of courses that should be available to you locally. 
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In addition to staff qualifications, CPL is an essential component of ELC quality. Evidence suggests that good quality CPL helps ensure staff are aware of best practice and continually supported in the workplace. This reduces staff turnover and there is even some evidence that this can have a greater impact on quality than practitioners’ initial training and education. 



The SSSC Code of Practice for Social Service Workers requires workers to take responsibility for maintaining and improving their knowledge and skills. During every 5 year registration period the SSSC requires practitioners to complete 60 hours or 10 days of CPL. The amount of training and learning is in days and hours to show that the time does not have to be made up of full days of activity. For the purpose of CPL one day equals six hours. 
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Research shows that attending high quality ELC improves outcomes for children in the early years and gives them important skills and confidence to carry into their schooling. For instance, children who attended high quality settings in Scotland were more likely to show improvements in vocabulary skills between ages 3 and 5.

High quality ELC particularly benefits children living in more disadvantaged circumstances and so can make a real difference to closing the poverty-related attainment gap.

Research also shows that access to high quality, skilled practitioners is strongly associated with the best outcomes for children, both in terms of cognitive development and health/wellbeing. This is particularly the case for children affected by poverty, who have been shown to make more progress in settings where staff and managers were highly qualified.

The early learning and childcare policy context
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New employees should assigned a mentor – someone to whom they can turn to for advice and support within the ELC setting. This could be a manager or another experienced colleague. Section two of the NIR resource sets out some reflective questions that staff might like to explore, together with their mentor, over the months ahead.

Each setting will also have its own induction procedures and so this list is by no means exhaustive or mandatory. The NIR also provides an example of an induction checklist that could be used and adapted as a reminder of some of the practical things that staff will need to know and find out about during your induction period. 
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Practitioners in high quality provision: 


highly value and promote child initiated experiences and provide 

spaces to capitalise on children’s interests and motivation, 

tune in to child initiated activity and sensitively intervene to extend children’s inquiry, problem solving and thinking skills, 

extend learning based on an understanding of developmental stage and interests, rather than providing adult directed activities that have little meaning for children, and, 

enable children to lead their own learning, including planning projects and solving their own problems. 
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Environment

'The learning environment’ does not just refer to the physical environment of settings. It relates to the totality of the interactions, experiences and spaces (both outside and indoors) we provide for babies and young children. 

We often talk about the environment in terms of physical spaces, but the key part of the environment for children is the human, social environment of positive nurturing interactions. Experiences are also part of the environment. Children need to learn things for themselves, but this does not mean they should always do so by themselves. We can, by following and building on children’s motivations and interests, support young children to make the most of the environment for learning and development. 

We need to be confident that in promoting a happy, interesting and empowering learning environment, considering the interactions, experiences and spaces on offer, we as practitioners add value to what children already know and can do. 
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Practice

Knowledge of child development underpins effective practice and enables us to: 

understand that children learn best when engaged in meaningful first hand experiences that interest them, 

recognise that young children learn through play with responsive adults who plan experiences which extend learning and understanding, and, 

notice and understand behaviours that underpin early development, such as schematic play, and provide the right kinds of experiences which build on this learning. 

The quality of adult-child interactions is key in developing effective practice. This includes how we: 

attune the interactions to the developmental stages of children, so that children are supported and also challenged, 

use a range of communication and interaction strategies including describing and commenting on learning and handing over conversational control to children, 

use skillful questions to extend learning, for example, “I wonder why..” I wonder if...”, and, 

work together with children to solve problems, clarify concepts, develop thinking. This is known as sustained shared thinking

Quality settings have... a skilled workforce who engage in: 

reflection on practice in the setting; looking outwards to collaborate and learn from others. This includes taking time to visit other settings to share practice and moderate approaches, read about child development and attend professional learning.

Planning  a Learning Community Staged Intervention and Inclusion 
Meeting

Guidance for Education Services’ Partners

Context

Staged intervention is used as a framework for identifying, assessing, planning for and reviewing children and young people’s additional support needs. Staged Intervention is underpinned by national policy and legislation and there is an expectation that any assessment and intervention is timely, proportionate and appropriate to meet a young person’s needs.

Within Glasgow, this is outlined clearly in ‘Every Child is Included and Supported’ Policy Guidelines (2016) which states:  ‘Education Services is committed to ensuring high quality provision in as inclusive a setting as possible’. The Staged Intervention Framework  is a key means of ensuring that this happens.

In the Learning Community - Joint Support Team Practice Guidelines it is recognised that the LC - JST is the key multiagency forum for addressing wellbeing concerns about children and young people.   However, these guidelines also give a clear rationale for the use of Staged Intervention and Inclusion Meetings (SIIMs).

Secondary schools have traditionally held SIIMs as an internal structure, this structure has been less formal at the primary and early years sectors. Traditionally primary schools have their own internal structures for discussing pupils at Stage 2 involving teachers, ASL Coordinators and Educational Psychologists.  
Whilst this is beneficial there is evidence that similar issues are raised across the majority of schools/establishments. 
Learning Community SIIMs allow us to share discussions about common issues at an early stage, offer peer support and facilitate an economy of scale for others who may attend.
Themed discussion topics facilitate a shared understanding across a Learning Community and build capacity. Topics range from  Transition Planning; Supporting Sensory Differences; Trauma Informed Approaches.



Facilitating a SIIM

While we anticipate that schools/nurseries will develop their own models of SIIMs the following are points they may wish to consider:

It is helpful if a calendar of dates is agreed in advance for the academic year and circulated to establishments and EPs
It is suggested that meetings take place on a monthly basis within or across LCs with perhaps 4/5 establishments as a maximum
Attendance should include ASL Coordinators or HTs from each establishment plus one or two EPs from the GPS LIG Team
Meetings could be structured using a Solution Oriented Approach format as is the case with the LC-JSTs
Establishments should consider arrangements for venue, record keeping, duration of meeting and amount of time allocated per discussion. This could be discussed and planned for at LC-SMT meetings
Consideration should be given as to whether the child’s WAP would suffice as a referral form. Referral information will include evidence of interventions already implemented and their effectiveness 
Maximum number of cases to be discussed per meeting to be agreed on a LC/SIIM basis





Aims of SIIMs

To allow consultation about children and young people with additional support needs at Stage 2 of Glasgow’s Staged Intervention Framework .
To facilitate peer support and sharing of ideas and good practice across establishments.
To encourage consistency and equity in planning and access to supports





















Q  Why should I attend a SIIM?

A  SIIMs are a helpful forum in which participants engage in collaborative and joint problem solving discussions allowing practitioners to support each other and share practical experiences. SIIMs also allow other services, like Glasgow Psychological Service, to contribute to early intervention planning.

Q  Do SIIMs need to be within a sector eg only primary schools?

A  No, some SIIMs are running across sectors to support good transition planning and effective sharing of good practice .

The aim of the programme includes:

1. Empower practitioners to feel comfortable and secure in taking learning in the early years outdoors, in all weathers.

1. Increase knowledge on accessing and operating outdoors in line with national and local policy and guidance.

2. Give participants a foundation in the knowledge of outdoor learning and early years theory needed to embed a child-led,   play based approach.

3. Support participants to have the confidence to lead and become champions of outdoor learning within their setting and potentially to support other settings as well.

4. Enable participants to cascade their learning to other practitioners and support them to take outdoor learning forward.

5. Give participants the confidence to lead others in embedding an ethos of child-led, play based, outdoor learning  with participating partners.

6. Through repetition and practice build practical skills such as fire building, shelters, rope ladders etc.

· The sessions will be spaced throughout the course to incorporate the different seasons and hopefully a variety of weather experiences

· The majority of sessions will run from Rockfield Nursery School, but will support sessions happening in other locations within GCC that support the delivery of the leadership programme.

· GCC will work with Stramash and the learning cohort to plan a showcase to share the learning that has taken place over the course.

There were a couple of aspects that could be improved upon, if Out to Play In a Day was to continue in its
current format.

All 10 nurseries were given the same schedule for the day, which included 4 outdoor storytelling and
creative play sessions and then a CPD session for staff members between 3-5pm. Although this schedule
was agreed in advance by all settings, most nurseries amended the schedule on the day itself. Sarah, the
Drama Artist, was flexible and happily accommodated each nursery. Anecdotal feedback and also
comments received on evaluation forms indicate that these changes were mainly the result of staff
absence, Covid bubbles and the nurseries own timetables not fitting with the schedule.

There were 40 outdoor sessions with children scheduled during the fortnight of Out to Play In a Day.
There were actually 33 sessions delivered. Covid numbers were particularly high during the August /
September timeframe of the project. This would explain the high number of staff and child absences.

There were fewer staff members able to stay for the
scheduled CPD sessions than anticipated. A total of 61
staff members attended CPD sessions (out of a possible
193, if there had been no staff absences ). Some
feedback indicated that having the CPD on a separate
day would allow more staff members to attend.

“Having the training session for staff on a

separate day would be better.”

Tailor-made schedules to suit each individual nursery would most likely result in more staff members and
children being able to participate fully. In addition, offering alternative timeslots for the CPD session would
allow more people to engage with this aspect of the project.
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Introduction

As part of the Children Services Plan, there is a commitment by Glasgow City Council in
relation to Early Years. This is to ensure that all of Glasgow’s Early Years settings are
employing a whole establishment nurturing approach to support Glasgow’s learners. This
sits within the vision of being a Nurturing City.

By 2023 it is envisioned that every Early Years setting will undertake training in the areas of
‘Five to Thrive’, Nurture Principles and Child Development. Many establishments may have
already embarked upon this journey and for others it will be a fresh start. The Psychological
Service, Nurture Development Officer, Early Years Managers and Practitioners will all
support with the vision of ensuring that all Glasgow’s Early Years setting have a whole
establishment nurturing approach.

‘Getting Ready for Nurture’ checklist

Purpose

The purpose of this checklist is to help establishments understand their readiness to take
forward nurturing approaches and to guide next steps in terms of development/practitioner
CLPL. The checklist has been designed to help Early Years establishments determine where
they are at in terms of their nurture journey and what training might be helpful for them to
engage with first. This checklist should be used as a tool for establishments to support
continuous reflection on staff development needs and to identify potential gaps. For
example, it would be a helpful checklist for new starters to complete or when there has
been a large turnover or change in staff teams.

Accessing the checklist

Two versions of the checklist are available. One can be completed by a whole staff team
collaboratively or alternatively, practitioners can complete a checklist individually and the
Senior Management Team (SMT) can then pull all the information together. As the
checklists are designed to be a reflective tool to help promote discussion and next steps,
establishments can choose whichever version would be most helpful for them in gathering
the information.

The checklist can be accessed either through Microsoft Forms using the links below or as a
fillable PDF (see separate attachments).

Understanding the information from your checklist

If you have answered ‘no’ several of these questions, it might be helpful to have a discussion
with your link EP or at your SIIM about readiness.

Section 2

If practitioners have rated their knowledge as three or below for these questions, as an
establishment you may benefit from accessing the Early Years online modules first. You can
work through all the modules or there may be specific areas you would like to focus on.

If practitioners have rated their knowledge as a four or five for these questions, as an
establishment you are probably ready to think about completing the individual nurture
principles modules.

Next steps

Early Years Online Modules

Glasgow Psychological Service have designed a series of core short online learning modules
covering attachment and nurture, child development and language development. The
modules have been designed to be complementary as all of these areas interlink and
together they play an important role in supporting children's early development. There is
also a module available for staff which introduces the ‘Five to Thrive’ approach. Many
establishments have been using ‘Five to Thrive’ for several years but this may be a helpful
refresher activity or useful for new staff.

The modules have been designed to be a mixture of content and activity-based learning. As
the modules are online, they can be used flexibly within establishments to meet your needs.
We would suggest that to get the most from them, completing them as a staff team (e.g.
working through a module within a staff meeting) or working through them in small groups
will provide the best opportunity for engaging in some group discussion/reflections and
completing the different activities which help to link knowledge with practice. However,
practitioners can also work through the modules individually.
