This morning I shared with pupils at S4 assembly that we are delighted to be able to offer our S4 students a 

residential study weekend at Blairvadach Outdoor Education Centre. This year the weekend will take place 

from 6-8th March.  

The weekend will include dedicated time for studying, with supported study sessions led by teachers from 

the school focused on Maths and English. There will also be a wide range of outdoor activities designed 

to support wellbeing, develop team-building skills and, most importantly, have fun!  

The school have been able to secure funding for this weekend, so that it is completely free of 

charge. Transport to and from Blairvadach will also be provided. Please note that this will involve coach 

travel to Blairvadach directly from Rosshall Academy on Friday 6th March, and a return coach to the school 

on Sunday 8th March. Parents/carers will be required to collect their children from the school when we 

return to school on Sunday approx. 5pm.  

We have managed to secure 30 pupil places for this amazing experience, and in the first instance I have 

asked pupils to indicate if they would like to attend by completing a Microsoft Form, which I sent to them 

this morning. If more than 30 pupils indicate they wish to attend the school will draw names 

randomly and create a reserve list.  

I have asked all pupils to complete the form by Friday 23rd January.  I will then be in touch 

to indicate whether your child has secured a place on this residential weekend.
