S6 Induction June 2026 

A two-day induction will take place for all pupils returning to S6 at Rosshall Academy, on Monday 1st June 

and Tuesday 2nd June. Over these two days, pupils will not attend classes. Instead, they will follow a 

timetable of planned events designed to support their leadership, teambuilding skills and create a positive 

ethos in the S6 year group which will set the tone for a fantastic final year.  

An S6 assembly will take place on Monday 1st June at 8.45-9am to introduce the induction to young people 

and set out the plan and expectations for these days. It is expected that every young person returning to S6 

fully participates in the induction. On the first day, Monday 1st June, young people do not need to wear 

uniform and should wear clothes which are comfortable for active team-building activities. On the second 

day, Tuesday 2nd June, it is expected that pupils wear full school uniform.  

As part of the induction, there will be a barbeque for S6 pupils on Monday afternoon. This is funded by 

Rosshall Academy Parent Council, and we are hugely grateful to them for their support. All S6 pupils will 

receive an email to their GLOW email address asking them to confirm any dietary requirements or allergies. 

Please ask young people to check their iPads and reply to this email.   

 

S6 pupils will return to classes on Wednesday 3rd June, after completing the induction. Pupils will receive 

their timetables on Wednesday morning, and these will be available in to collect in the Social Space from 

Ms Campbell, Mr Clelland, and the Pupil Support Team. If any young person in S6 wishes to make a change 

to their timetable, they should speak with Ms King in the first instance. Time will be given in August to 

make changes to timetables, following the results of Qualification Scotland exams.
