You can share the exciting 
experience of going to the dining hall together. This is the perfect time to discuss any dietary 
requirements your child may have with the school staff.

BOOKBUG SESSIONS 
We are very lucky to have a fantastic library in the school. The nursery children visit the 
library on a regular basis. They can borrow books to take back to the nursery. The library 
is a huge part of school life in KPS as all children take part in #KPSLovesReading! The 
nursery children also take part in fantastic Bookbug sessions.

PE SESSIONS 
The nursery children have PE sessions in the Gym Hall throughout the year. 
This ensures that they become confident with the space, apparatus and 
equipment. The PE sessions are led by the nursery staff or visiting 
specialists, some sessions are with the Primary 1 children.
