Rationale

To ensure that Scottish Government Inverclyde Council’s GIRFEC processes and policies are implemented.

Staff Roles and Responsibilities
· Staff are aware of and kept up to date with Glenbrae’s GIRFEC Pathway process & definitions (attached) 
· Any concerns should be raised with SLT, child will be observed and discussed at GIRFEC room meetings. 
· If it is agreed that the child requires more support than universal pathway then strategies should be put in place and a GIRFEC file, chronology and single agency plan should be opened.
· If an outside agency is involved and strategies are put in place then a GIRFEC file and chronology should be started.
· The ‘Joint Support Team’ meet once a term, there is representation from Educational psychology, Education (Childs keyworker), Health visitors and Barnardos. With parents’ permission we discuss families and the supports that might be available to them.
Monitoring

All staff are responsible for the implementation of this policy and SLT are responsible for monitoring.

Review

Annually or as and when required.
