MODEL TIMES





All children have been allocated a model, each model has different timings. To accommodate all models with early starts and late finishes staff are required to do shifts, to ensure that we are still within ratios we can only have a specific number of children in the building at any one time and ask that when dropping off your child you do this only at their allocated time and not before. 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Learning Journals


At Glenpark Early Learning Centre we are using online learning journals to record children’s learning. These will not replace the old paper profiles that you will receive at the end of the school year. We are keen to use on-line learning alongside our paper profiles.


We update these regularly with photos of your child learning in nursery. We are going to go live with these from September.


You can log on to these anywhere you have internet access – on your phone or tablet.








NUT FREE


Can we please remind everyone that Glenpark is a Nut Free Nursery. Some of our children have severe nut allergies we therefore ask that children do not bring any food containing nuts or traces of nuts into nursery.
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CHILDREN’S CLOTHING 


Suitable clothing for active play is advised.  


Keep in mind that the children’s activities can be quite messy, so please wear appropriate clothing.  


We encourage parents to provide a change of clothes that they can keep at their peg as we do sometimes run out of nursery clothes if these get wet outdoors or in the water.


Please help avoid mix-ups by naming all ‘removable’ items of clothing and footwear. Many children have identical coats, shoes etc., so confusion is all too easy. At Glenpark outdoor play is available in all weather and we have a range of waterproof suits available for the children to wear. We do ask that all children bring in their own sun hat and apply sun cream before coming to nursery during the summer term.




















WALL OF WONDER


You may have noticed our Wall of Wonder display in the playroom. This has been introduced to celebrate the children’s achievements out with the nursery. Join us in celebrating these achievements and marvellous moments by adding to our Wall of Wonder! Just bring in a photo (if you want you can email the photo for us to print) and write on one of the slips provided in the baskets at the front door. Give these to your child’s keyworker and they will add it to our Wall of Wonder for all to see! Wonder moments can be as small as completing a jigsaw, eating all their dinner, sleeping all night or building a model to big news like toilet training, riding a bike, learning to swim, or becoming a big brother or sister.
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NAMES ON CLOTHING 


PLEASE remember to put children’s names on their jumpers, jackets etc. to avoid confusion and mix up at the end of the session.








CURRICULUM


The Staff use Curriculum for Excellence Early Level Outcomes to plan appropriate learning activities for all children.  Throughout your child’s time at nursery your child’s keyworker will observe, plan and progress your child’s learning in partnership with parents.  You’re Personal Learning Plan and Parents Evenings with your child’s keyworker is a great opportunity for discussing your child so that staff can get to know their likes and dislikes, interests and learning styles. 

















ANNUAL UPDATE AND MEDICATION





Annual Data forms will be issued to all Parent/Carers for their child. It is vitally important that these are completed, signed and returned to the Centre. It is essential that we have up to date contact numbers, address and emergency contact details.


If your child requires to take any medication please speak to their keyworker about this and the appropriate forms will be issued.  All medicines should be signed in and out and should be checked monthly by parents in case medication or dosage has changed.  We would ask all parents to make sure there is no medication left in children’s bags within the cloakroom areas.  


FIRST AID 


We have 2 fully trained First Aiders in the nursery and all our staff fully paediatric first aid trained and are always hand to treat all minor accidents. We would like to make you aware that if your child has a head injury a member of staff will give you a phone call as part of our procedures. Parents will be asked to sign for any accidents at the end of the session. 





                 REGISTRATION STATION





Our registration station in both playrooms is to ensure the safety of all our children.


Two members of staff will be taking the register at the beginning and end of each session. In order to help us could you please let us know if someone different is collecting your child.








TOILETING


At Glenpark children are encouraged to go to the toilet themselves, this helps them develop their independence skills which will support them when transferring to primary school. Our staff will always be on hand to help the children, however we would be grateful if you could teach your child to wipe their own bottom.








CHILD PROTECTION


Inverclyde Council Education Services has Child Protection Guidelines and Procedures which all schools and establishments are required to follow. Education Services work very closely with other agencies namely Strathclyde Police, Social Work Services, NHS Greater Glasgow and Clyde and the Children’s Reporter to support children. It is responsibilities of all staff are to protect children from abuse and exploitation, to respond appropriately when abuse is identified, and to ensure whenever possible that all children are able to exercise their right to be raised in a warm, stimulating and safe environment with the support of staff, their families and carers.

HEALTH AND SAFETY 


As part of our commitment to providing a safe and enjoyable environment for all our nursery children, we would like to remind you about appropriate footwear for outdoor play.


To ensure your child can participate comfortably and safely in all outdoor activities, we kindly ask that children wear suitable shoes such as trainers or closed-toe shoes rather than Crocs or other open-toe footwear. Suitable shoes provide better protection, support, and grip, helping to prevent slips, trips, or injuries during active play.














ATTENDANCE


Regular attendance at nursery is obviously desirable. If your child is going to be off nursery for whatever reason such as sickness or spending the day with family, it is essential you contact the nursery office on the same day so it can be recorded. If we don’t hear from you the nursery will now be completing a wellbeing call to record the reason your child is not at nursery so it can be updated on our records.
