CHILD PROTECTION


Inverclyde Council Education Services has Child Protection Guidelines and Procedures which all schools and establishments are required to follow. Education Services work very closely with other agencies namely Strathclyde Police, Social Work Services, NHS Greater Glasgow and Clyde and the Children’s Reporter to support children. It is the responsibility of all staff are to protect children from abuse and exploitation, to respond appropriately when abuse is identified, and to ensure whenever possible that all children are able to exercise their right to be raised in a warm, stimulating and safe environment with the support of staff, their families and carers.

ADMINISTERING MEDICINE


If your child requires to take any medication please speak to their keyworker about this and the appropriate forms will be issued.  All medicines should be signed in and out and should be checked monthly by parents in case medication or dosage has changed.  We would ask all parents to make sure there is no medication left in children’s bags within the cloakroom areas.  





PICK UP TIME


Please always let us know if someone different is picking up your child. It is for their safety. 














CHILDREN’S CLOTHING 


Suitable clothing for active play is advised.  


Keep in mind that the children’s activities can be quite messy, so please wear appropriate clothing.  


We encourage parents to provide a change of clothes that they can keep at their peg as we do sometimes run out of nursery clothes if these get wet outdoors or in the water.


Please help avoid mix-ups by naming all ‘removable’ items of clothing and footwear. Many children have identical coats, shoes etc., so confusion is all too easy. At Glenpark outdoor play is available in all weather and we have a range of waterproof suits available for the children to wear. We do ask that all children bring in their own sun hat and apply sun cream before coming to nursery during the summer term.
