beautiful environment that staff and children can call their own.  The staff are tremendously 

proud of how smoothly the children have transitioned into their new learning environment; 

it feels great to all be under the one roof together.  

 

Drop off / collection points 

We would like to take the time to thank you for being very patient with us when dropping 

off and collecting your child. We ask that you maintain a 2 metre distance from staff and 

other adults and recommend wearing a face covering.  Following current COVID19 guidance, 

we must use all three entry points to the building to avoid large gatherings of people at the 

main door.  We emailed you before opening day to inform you which playroom your child 

would be in.  The following information will guide you where to go …  

0-2 PLAYROOM –     Main door  

2-3 PLAYROOM 1 -  Right hand side outdoor classroom  

2-3 PLAYROOM 2 –  Main door  

3-5 PLAYROOMS –   If your child is in bubble 1 – Main door  

                                     If your child is in bubble 2 – Left hand side outdoor classroom  

(3-5 children will rotate bubbles fortnightly.  We will send you a Groupcall email every 

second Friday and post on our Twitter feed to keep you informed.)  

This is very new to us and as you can imagine teething problems can arise.  We are 

monitoring the system to ensure our children and families are safe when accessing the 

nursery grounds at drop off and collection times.  

 

The nursery carpark is for STAFF 

ONLY. Please park at a suitable 

and safe area on the street. We 

ask that you be mindful not to 

park across local resident’s 

driveways.
