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Literacy: We will continue to develop our reading skills through learning the sounds that letters make.  We will be practising our blending and decoding skills to help us to read words.

We will be using Story Grammar to help us to re-tell and sequence events in a story.  We will have opportunity to write for real and imaginary purposes across the curriculum. We will continue to enjoy stories and rhyme together to encourage enjoyment and a love of reading and children will be developing their vocabulary each day.
