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Social Subjects 


Our topic this term is the Rainforest and has been planned by the children through our floorbook. 





Literacy:  We will continue to use our Active Literacy strategies to help us Say, make/break, blend, read and write a range of words with our new sounds. We are currently consolidating our previous sounds before we move onto a new sound.                                                 


 P3 will be focusing on VCOP – vocabulary, connectives, openers and punctuation throughout the year and this term our focus will be punctuation. We will be using Bug Club to help develop pupil’s comprehension skills and fluency when reading aloud. The reciprocal reading skill we will be focusing on this term will be prediction.
