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Social Subjects: Our context for learning this term is Scotland and the children have chosen to focus our learning on: traditions, landscapes, landmarks, climate and wars of independence. As our skills and knowledge develop the children will steer our learning through our weekly learning review and discussion – ensuring that they are fully in control of their journey.








Literacy: We will continue learn to recognise and apply spelling rules as well as how to use the diagraphs and their alternative written representations consistently.  In reading we will learn to clarify the meaning of new and unfamiliar words.  We will also learn how punctuation helps us to become more fluent and expressive readers.  For taught writing we will be learning how to plan and construct an imaginative text that is both, technically accurate and engaging. We will place great focus on our accuracy across all aspects of literacy.  





Other Curricular Areas 





In Expressive Arts we are learning how to create and present work that shows developing skills using the visual elements and concepts. 





In RME we are learning to recall and recount events in well know Christian stories, beginning with the story of Abraham.





For Technologies we will be learning how to use digital devices to research information, critically considering its reliability.











Numeracy: We are developing our knowledge and understanding of Place Value up to 1,000,000.   We will learn to order and sequence numerals up to 1,000,000. We will be developing our confidence when multiplying and dividing by 10, 100, 1000 and 10,000. Using concrete materials and pictures we will be representing numbers to 1,000,000. We will then extend this by learning how to order and compare numbers to 3 decimal places. 





Health & Wellbeing: Through daily check-ins we will be learning how to talk about our feelings and becoming more aware of other people and their feelings. We will be learning about the impact of stigma and looking beyond the surface, in relation to forming friendships. We will also learn about different strategies to help us regulate our emotions.  In addition, we will learn about the importance of having positive body image and how we promote this.  In P.E we will learn how to follow instructions to play games.

We will ensure your child has their logins and it would be helpful if you could encourage them to access their learning on the various digital platforms.  They might be P7 but reading to them or with them is still hugely beneficial.  Counting and quick-fire addition, subtraction, multiplication, and division questions will help with their mental maths.
