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Social Subjects


As a result of pupil voice, our topic this term will be World War Two. Pupils will be learning about various aspects of WW2 including the Blitz, Remembrance Day, The Holocaust and VE Day. We will also be learning some popular WW2 songs and continuing to develop our artistic skills through the context of WW2.
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Literacy


This term P7a will be reading our class novel ‘Goodnight Mister Tom’. We will also be using questioning skills to answer analysing and evaluating questions and generate our own about the novel and other texts. In writing, we will be developing our knowledge of similes and metaphors and applying this in our imaginative writing. Pupils will focus on using a variety of VCOP strategies to write imaginative texts. The pupils will also have the opportunity to read and learn about different types of poems. 








Other Curricular Areas 


We will be completing a wide variety of activities linked to our topic. We will use ICT to conduct research using websites and create PowerPoints/documents. 


This term we will continue our learning of French, revising classroom routines and learning how to describe ourselves and others.








 Numeracy


In Maths this term the children will also be learning about fractions, decimals and percentages and understanding how they are linked, being able to convert between each. We will also be participating on lessons in Financial Education (working within a budget, calculating profit and loss and understanding risks/benefits of using bank cards).  I urge you to support your child with revision of times tables at home as this will help with fast recall of facts needed for all areas of Maths this year. 
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Health & Wellbeing   


In gym we are focusing on games skills to promote co-operation and teamwork, and circuits to improve fitness and stamina. In Health lessons this term we will be participating in lessons to develop our awareness and understanding of nutrition. We will also take part in gym lessons at high school during our visits.
