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Social Subjects


Our topic this term is our local community of Port Glasgow. The pupils have suggested different aspects which they would like to research and find out about their town, They will develop their local geographical and historical knowledge through a variety of activities,
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Literacy


This year the school literacy focus is on raising attainment in reading and developing a reading culture. In class we will continue to read allocated Bug Club books and have plenty of opportunities for reading for pleasure. We will be developing a variety of literacy skills such as clarifying, predicting and summarising with Reciprocal Reading activities. 


In writing, pupils will follow the Talk for Writing approach with a focus on creating persuasive texts.

This term we will continue our learning of French, revising classroom routines and learning how to describe ourselves and others.








 Numeracy


In Maths, we will be working on a variety of activities to improve numeracy skills starting with using numbers to 1,000,000 and beyond. We will also be using various strategies to solve problems involving addition, subtraction, multiplication and division. Pupils will participate in daily mental maths activities helping to improve their speed and accuracy.
