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School Uniform 

As families start to plan for the new session, here is a reminder of our school uniform 

¶ white polo shirt or shirt 

¶ grey skirt, pinafore, trousers or shorts 

¶ maroon knitwear or sweatshirt 

¶ school tie 

Please remember that it is not necessary to have the school logo on polo shirts, sweatshirts and 

knitwear.  We simply ask that families respect the colours of our school uniform. 

There will be a local uniform recycle and swap shop during the holidays.  Please keep an eye on 

your Parish bulletin and social media for further details. 

Over the last two years we have had a relaxed approach to uniform.  This will continue in the new 

session but only on PE days.  On PE days, pupils may wear dark leggings without patterns or 

tracksuit trousers with their white polo shirt and maroon sweatshirt. 

Branded sweatshirts, t-shirts, tracksuits etc are not part of our uniform and therefore should not be 

worn to school at any time.  Football colours are not permitted at any time; this includes after 

school clubs.  

Hoodies do not form part of our school uniform and have traditionally been reserved for our P7 

leavers.  We know that companies will make hoodies with our school logo but we ask that these are 

not purchased.  

We have recently received a safety alert in relation to Leavers’ hoodies which reads as follows: 

ñIt has been brought to our attention that, across Scotland, smaller sized adult hoodies, which had 
been ordered as part of the leavers celebrations, may have been provided to P7 pupils who are 
under 14. As these were adult hoodies they are likely to have free running hood cords; these cords 
are not permitted on childrenôs clothing as there is a safety risk due to entrapment and strangulation 
risk, though this risk is low. 
  
As all hoodies are now likely to have been distributed we would ask that parents are advised to 
check any hoodie purchased for their child and if it has a free running cord to remove it by pulling it 
from the garment and cutting it up. If hoodies are still awaiting distribution any cords should be 
removed prior to issuing to any child under 14. 
  
We are aware that many parents may prefer to purchase a small adult garment for their child so that 
they can keep it and utilise it for a few years, therefore for future reference any such adult garments 
purchased must have hood cords removed before issue. However preference should be for 
purchase of such garments from appropriate childrenôs clothing ranges.ò 
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P5 Fairtrade and Enterprise Events 

Our P5s very successfully led our Fairtrade Assembly and 

organised our Fairtrade tuck shop.  The tuck shop sales 

came to £241 and the profits from this will support the 

work of Fairtrade UK.  The children in P5 also developed a 

range of skills through their recent enterprise projects. 

These raised the grand total of £100.  The children 

suggested ways in which the money could be spent, one of 

which was to buy playground games for classes.  However, 

they unanimously voted to donate the money to Ardgowan Hospice.  We thank our P5s for having 

such kind hearts and showing true compassion to others.
