Irish Catholics suffered from discrimination and did not have the same rights as Protestants. (1)

Catholics could not buy or inherit land. (1)

Catholic farms were divided into smaller units making it difficult for families to grow enough food.  (1)

Most Irish Catholics were uneducated and unable to get better jobs.  (1)
Irish population doubled between 1800 and 1850 and there was not enough land for everyone.  (1)
Protestants owned the best land and Catholics had to farm the poorest soil.  (1)
Small farmers were often evicted because of new farming methods (enclosure/new machines).  (1)
Protestant landowners often increased rents so that Catholic tenants had little money to support their families.  (1)
Ireland had very few industries so people could not go to the towns for work.  (1)
Farm worker’s wages in Ireland were very low.  (1)
Catholics could not engage in trade or commerce.  (1) 

Catholics could not own a horse worth more than five pounds.  (1)
Catholics could not borrow money to buy land.  (1)

ANSWER 3

Irish population doubled between 1800 and 1850 – too many people too few resources.  

Farms were divided into smaller units and it was difficult to produce enough to survive.  

Small farmers were often evicted because of new farming methods (enclosure/new machines) 
Irish landowners increased rents making it difficult for small farmers to survive.  

Most Irish Catholics were uneducated and unable to do any work but labouring.  

Ireland had very few industries so people could not go to the towns for work.  

Wages in Ireland were very low and there were very few jobs available for farm labourers.  

Irish farmers were very dependent on potatoes.  

In 1846, the potato blight struck and destroyed most of the harvest, which Irish depended on.  

The government did little to help relieve the situation and thousand began to starve.  

All over Ireland, hundreds of thousands died of famine or disease.  

The potato crop failed again in 1847 and in 1848.  

Thousands of small farmers were evicted because they could not pay their rents.  

The government decided that only those who gave up their land would be given poor relief.  

By 1849, thousands of people had lost their land and were starving and homeless.  
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
