Hitler believed the world was made up of inferior and superior races.

The Nordic or Aryan race of Northern Europe was at the top and Slavs and Jews were at the bottom.

Germans were the highest form of Nordic people - “the master race”.

As in the animal world all races were involved in a “survival of the fittest” struggle.

The German people and German culture could only survive if they kept their “racial purity” and did not inter​marry with inferior races.

Hitler planned a race war in which the German master race would take land and resources from the inferior people of Eastern Europe.

ANSWER 2
WHO – The source is an official sign put up by the town council, which would have been under Nazi control. (1)

WHEN 
- It is a primary source from the 1930s when the Nazis were persecuting Jews in every way possible. (1)

WHY - It is an accurate example of Nazi regulations against Jews. (1)

WHAT - It contains useful information on the sort of discrimination Jews and how the Nazis made life difficult for them by denying then the use of public facilities. In this case a park bench. (1)

WEAKNESS – The source is limited and does not mention:- 
Jews were sacked from government jobs. (1) 

Jews were forbidden to marry non-Jews. (1) 

 Jews were expelled from state schools. (1) 

Jews lost their German citizenship and the right to vote. (1)

The SA and Hitler Youth organised boycotts of Jewish shops 

Jewish synagogues were closed down. (1) 

Jewish music and books banned. (1)

Jewish doctors could not treat Aryan patients. (1)
Newspapers, posters, films, books, radio etc were filled with anti Jewish propaganda. (1)

 The sources agree that the attack were mainly carried out by the S.A. (1)
Source B - Large crowds watched the Stormtroopers smash up the Jewish shops.
Source C - the violence of the S.A against the Jews. (1)
The sources agree that people were upset by the attacks. (1)
Source B - most people seemed disturbed by what was happening.
Source C - There is great concern among the people.
The sources agree that ordinary Germans helped Jews. (1)
Source B - crowds have helped Jews escape from their shops unharmed.
