James Macarthur, a landowner in Australia commented that Scottish immigrants were much preferred as settlers to any other nationality.  The Scottish labourers were preferred because they were "more skilful workers, they are better agricultural servants, also better shepherds..." and wherever skilled labour was needed employers preferred the Scottish immigrants.

SOURCE B describes the contribution of Scots immigrants in Canada. 

SOURCE B


As one of the main national groups of the Canadian population during the period 1815-1870, Scots dominated education and politics.  Economic affairs also took their interest, and they controlled the trade in furs, timber, banking, and railroad management.  Almost one quarter of Canada's industrial leaders in the 1920's had been born in Scotland, and another quarter had Scottish-born fathers.
