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ANSWER 1 

WHO – It is by Gefril Peretz a Lithuanian Jew who emigrated in 1898. (1)

WHEN– It is a primary source from 1874 when large numbers of Jewish immigrants settled in Glasgow. (1)
WHY – To explain why he and many other Jews left Lithuania. (1)

WHAT - Good detail – he was not personally forced to leave / news of attacks and expulsions of Jews every day worried him / Jews could not get justice or mercy / like many other Jews he decided to emigrate. (1)
WEAKNESS - The source is limited and does not mention:-
Jews faced official discrimination by the Russian Government.  (1)

Jews were not allowed to live in cities – only in the Pale Settlement. (1) 

Jews could be forced to move out of their homes and villages without notice at any time. (1)

The land occupied by Jews had poor soil and they suffered from severe poverty as a result. (1)
Jews were banned from many occupations – civil service / law / trades etc. (1)

Jewish children were not allowed to attend Russian schools or universities. (1)

The government blamed Jews for Russia’s problems which were really caused by bad government. (1)

The government and local officials organised attacks on Jews and their property (pogroms). (1)

Some pogroms could be very violent and Jews were deliberately slaughtered. (1)
The police did not protect Jews and sometimes joined in the attacks. (1)
ANSWER 3 

(1 mark for each developed point)

Rents were usually lower in the Gorbals than in other districts of the city.  (1)

Jewish immigrants usually had little money and could afford only the cheapest housing. (1)
Jewish immigrants often moved in with relatives when they arrived.  (1)
They wanted to be close to other Jewish families.  (1)
They felt safer in their own communities where they had the support of neighbours and relatives. (1)
Jewish immigrants wanted to be close to a Synagogue– this was usually in the Jewish district.  (1)
Many Scots property owners would not rent houses to Jewish immigrants. (1)
Many employers would not hire Jews and they had to stay and work in their own communities. (1)
Some immigrants spoke only Yiddish and the language barrier prevented them moving. (1)

ANSWER 2 

The sources agree that the Gorbals was the main district where Jewish immigrants from Eastern Europe settled. (1)

The sources agree that most Jewish immigrants came from the Russian Empire (1)
SOURCE A - 
Most have fled from the Russian Empire.  .

SOURCE B - 
the Gorbals.....reminded me of Minsk... (1)

The sources agree that the character of the Gorbals was changed by Jewish immigrants. (1)
SOURCE A -
The Gorbals area of the city is gradually being taken over by Jewish refugees...
SOURCE B -
the Gorbals is remembered lovingly for its Jewish features (1)

The sources agree about the high number of Jewish shops in the Gorbals. (1)
SOURCE A -
Almost every street has a Jewish shop. 

SOURCE B -
Jewish butchers, Jewish bakers with Jewish bread, and Jewish grocers. (1)

The sources agree that many Jewish immigrants continued to speak Hebrew (Yiddish). (1)
SOURCE A - 
.Many are only able to speak Hebrew.

SOURCE B - 
One heard Yiddish spoken in the streets more than English. (1)
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
