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In SOURCE A Gefril Peretz a Lithuanian Jew explains why he left his homeland in 1898 and settled in Glasgow.
SOURCE A

To take myself as an example, I did not leave my native country because I was expelled either for political or religious reasons; but nearly every day brought me news of fresh expulsions, or of new pogroms against the people of my race, and I was asking myself, where is this going to stop? Whose turn will be next? And I decided to leave the country where I could get neither justice nor mercy ... My case is typical of that of most Jewish immigrants.

Evaluate the usefulness of SOURCE A as evidence of why many Jews decided to leave Eastern Europe in the late 19th and early 20th century.

Q.2
Explain the reasons why many Jewish immigrants settled in the Gorbals district of Glasgow during the period 1890-1920?

SOURCE B is from a Glasgow newspaper of 1904.
SOURCE B
The Gorbals area of the city is gradually being taken over by Jewish refugees. Most have fled from the Russian Empire.  House after house, whole streets are inhabited by Jewish families. Almost every street has a Jewish shop and large numbers are occupied in the clothing trade as tailors or seamstresses. Every week new arrivals join their relatives. Many are only able to speak Hebrew although those in business soon acquire a good command of English to better deal with their customers.

SOURCE C
In Chaim Bermant's account the Gorbals is remembered lovingly for its Jewish features: There were Yiddish posters on the hoardings, Hebrew lettering on the shops ... the Gorbals was somehow less scary than other parts of the town for it reminded me of Minsk. Jewish names, Jewish faces, Jewish butchers, Jewish bakers with Jewish bread, and Jewish grocers with barrels of herring in the doorway. One heard Yiddish spoken in the streets more than English.
