ANSWER 3 
 (Source - Own Knowledge)

In the early 20th century, Italians usually married only Italians. (1)
Many older Italians planned to return to Italy and saw Scotland as a temporary home. (1)
Italian businesses recruited young Italians rather than employ Scots. (1)

Many first generation Italian immigrants did not speak English which made integration difficult. (1)
There were religious differences - Italians were Catholic and most Scots were Protestants. (1)

Some Scots were racist and regarded Italians as ungodly, immoral and dirty. (1)
Some Scots disapproved of Italian cafes which they thought were corrupting Scottish youth. (1)
