In recent years the Italian ice-cream shops have reached an alarming number and the disorderly behaviour in these shops on Sundays is nothing short of a public scandal. There is no desire in Scotland for Sunday trading, which has developed, because of the foreign shopkeeper, whose trade has been to the serious detriment to the youth of the country. If a law on Sunday trading did no more than close those ice-cream dens on that day it would be welcomed in Scotland as a great blessing

The Scots developed a taste for sweets and ice creams like the Knickerbocker Glory. It wasn't long before the cafes became popular especially with the younger crowd as they were open until late even on a Sunday when everything else was closed. The cafes gained the support of the Temperance movement as they did not sell alcohol and provided an alternative to the pub for young people. It is reported in Police records that by 1904, the number of cafes in Glasgow alone was 184. This grew to 336 ice cream shops the following year.

SOURCE C is about the lives of Italian immigrants in Scotland in the early twentieth century.
SOURCE C
During the early part of the 20th century, Italians were expected to marry only Italians and it wasn't until the 1950's that there was a distinct shift in this thinking. Indeed, many of the older settlers hoped to return to Italy to retire one day and viewed Scotland as a temporary home.  As businesses expanded so the need for new employees began to grow. The head of the business would recruit young Italians from his home village rather than employ Scots.
