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ANSWER 1   (Source – Own knowledge)
Scottish employers sent agents to persuade Lithuanians to come to Scotland. (1)

Lithuanians were offered help with their fares. (1)

They were promised regular work/ they could earn high wages.  (1)

Company housing was provided for miners which attracted many Lithuanians. (1)

Lithuanian farmers were very poor and left to escape poverty and hunger. (1)

Lithuanians wanted to emigrate because they faced discrimination by the Russian Government.  (1)

Lithuanians were not allowed to speak their own language or read it in books at school. (1) 

Lithuanians had to pay heavy taxes to Russia. (1)

Russians tried to force Lithuanians to join the Russian Orthodox Church instead of the Catholic Church. (1)

Many young men left Lithuania to avoid being forced to join the Russian army. (1)

Lithuanian nationalists who opposed Russian rule were forced to leave or face arrest. (1)

Many Lithuanians wanted to go to America but stayed in Scotland because they could not afford the fare. (1)

ANSWER 2 



WHO – It is from evidence by a miner to the Royal Commission on Alien Immigration 1903. (1)

WHEN- It is a primary source from 1903 when there was concern about immigration to Britain. (1)
WHY – Provide evidence about the effects of immigration. (1)

WHAT –British miners were facing competition from foreigners. / Employers preferred to employ Pole (Lithuanian) miners / Lithuanians had no mining experience or skills/ danger to themselves and others because they do not understand English
WEAKNESS - The source is limited and does not mention:-

Scots miners did not like Lithuanians because they would not join strikes. (1)

They believed Lithuanians worked for less and forced down the wages of Scots miners. (1)

Lithuanians did not take rest days like the Scots miners. (1)

There was hostility towards Lithuanians because they were Catholic and most Scots were Protestant. (1)

Newspapers printed stories about Lithuanians being dirty and a threat to the health of Scottish people. (1)

Lithuanians were portrayed as drunkards and responsible for a lot of crime. (1)

ANSWER 3 

Many Lithuanians who came to Scotland left as soon as they had enough money to go to America. (1)

The 1914 Alien Restrictions Act ended further immigration from Lithuania.  (1)

During WW1 900 Lithuanians volunteered for the Russian army and did not return. (1)

In 1917 1200 the Government deported Lithuanian men to fight for Russia and most did not return. (1) 

After the war unemployment forced many Lithuanians to leave Scotland in search of work. (1) 
Many Lithuanians took Scottish names so they would fit in and avoid discrimination.  (1)

Most Lithuanians gave up their language and culture and adopted Scottish customs. (1)

As the language died out so did Lithuanian clubs, societies and newspapers. (1)

The children of Lithuanian immigrants learned to speak English with a Scots accent.  (1)

The children of Lithuanian immigrants went to school with Scots and came to regard themselves as Scottish. (1)

As old mining communities broke up Lithuanian families moved to different parts of the country. (1)

Scottish Bishops would not allow Lithuanians have separate churches or parishes. (1)

Lithuanians attended Catholic churches and were assimilated into the Scottish Catholic community. (1)

Lithuanians and Scots often married which resulted in an end to distinct Lithuanian families and homes. (1)
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
