The sources disagree whether push or pull factors were more important. (1)

The sources disagree about why people emigrated. (1)
SOURCE A -
Most Irish came to Scotland to escape poverty – could hardly feed their families.

SOURCE B - There were historic links between Scotland and Ireland – seasonal farm workers and navvies. (1)

The sources disagree about the effects of the famine. (1)
SOURCE A -
Famine increased the flow of Irish emigrants. 

SOURCE B -
Jobs in new industries in Scotland offered permanent employment. (1)

The sources disagree about the attraction of better wages. (1)
SOURCE A - 
Staying in Ireland meant starvation and death.

SOURCE B - 
Wages in Scotland were much higher than in Ireland. (1)


ANSWER 2 

WHO – Glasgow newspaper article about Irish settlement in Glasgow. (1)

WHEN– It is a primary source from 1874 when large numbers of Irish settled in Glasgow. (1)
WHY - To describe the extent of Irish immigration to the city – tone of article suggests disapproval. (1)

WHAT - Good detail - the Gorbals district of the city has been almost totally taken over by the Irish./ Every week brothers and sisters, cousins and elderly parents arrive in the city to join their more fortunate relatives/.  Few ever return to their native land. (1)
WEAKNESS - The source is limited and does not mention:-
The number of Irish people who settled in Glasgow is not given.  (1)

 Irish settlement in other areas of Glasgow/Scotland is not given. (1) 
Many referred to as Irish would be Scots born Catholics. (1)

The Gorbals was attractive to Irish immigrants because of cheap housing. (1)
Many landlords in other parts of the city would not rent houses to the Irish. (1)
Many protestant Scots moved out of the Gorbals when the Irish moved into the area. (1)

ANSWER 3 

(1 mark for each developed point)
Scotland was close to Ireland and the journey time was very short.  

The cost of getting to Scotland was very low with some ships offering a sixpence deck fare.  

Poor relief was easier to get in Scotland than in Ireland.  

Scottish industries were growing and there were many job opportunities.  

Irish were prepared to accept lower wages than Scots and do jobs Scots did not like.  

Jobs were permanent positions – more security.  

Whole families could find work.  

Some Irish immigrants were skilled weavers and left when the linen industry collapsed.  

Work was available in cotton factories in the West of Scotland and in Jute mills in Dundee.  

Mining was expanding and there were many jobs that had to be filled.  

Irish labourers were the largest group involved in the building of the railway network.  

Most Irish worked in unskilled low paid jobs.  

Some became merchants and shopkeepers selling to the Irish community.  

Wages in Scotland were up to six times higher than in Ireland.  

Cheap housing was available in cities such as Glasgow and Dundee.  

There was a tradition of Irish workers coming to Scotland – farm labourers, navvies.  

Many Irish people already had relatives/friends in Scotland who could help them settle.  
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
