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ANSWER 1  

WHO – It is from the records of a parliamentary inquiry on the Irish poor. (1)

WHEN- It is a primary source from 1862 when there was concern about slum housing conditions. (1)
WHY – Provide evidence about the living conditions of Irish immigrants. Blame Irish for slums. (1)

WHAT – The Irish have no thought for cleanliness. / dump filth and waste in the streets/ don’t look after houses/let waste lie for weeks. 1)
WEAKNESS - The source is limited and does not mention:-
Slums were cheaply built tenements with no water supply, toilets or sewers. (1)

They were impossible to keep clean without water and sanitation. (1)

Many Scots lived in similar conditions. (1)

Tenements were usually overcrowded with whole families sharing a single room. (1)

Landowners and builders were only interested in profits from rents. (1)
ANSWER 2 

(Source – Own Knowledge)
Employers did not provide navvies with accommodation. (1)

They had to build themselves huts using turf and stick. (1)

They were small and damp because they were built quickly and only used for a short time. (1)

The huts were not weatherproof and let wind and rain in. (1)

The huts were temporary as navvies moved from place to place to work. (1)

They did not have the skills or materials to make better houses. (1)

Navvies were wild and drank a lot so no one would rent houses to them. (1)

Many navvies had families to support and could not afford to pay rent. (1)
ANSWER 3 

(1 mark for each developed point)

Irish immigrants had little money and low wages so could only afford the cheapest housing.  

Many families had to share a house or take in lodgers to help pay the rent.  

Most had to live in slum areas such as the Gorbals in Glasgow.  

Buildings were badly made of cheap materials - there were no building regulations.  

Buildings were very close together - narrow streets and alleys and led to poor light and ventilation.  

Whole families had only one room to live in - overcrowding was a serious problem.  

Houses had no water supply - difficult to keep homes clean.  

No toilets or sewers - waste thrown into backcourts or streets.  

Houses were damp, dark and dirty - some people lived in cellars below street level.  

Rents were high and some families had to take in lodgers to make ends meet.  

Irish were blamed for the filth and disease caused by overcrowded slums.  

Irish were not made welcome and treated with hostility by Scots who did not want to live near them.  
Some people kept animals in their houses - unhealthy trades were close to housing.  

Landlords did not maintain houses and were only concerned to make money from high rents. 
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
