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ANSWER 1 

(Source – Own Knowledge)
Irish immigrants were poorly educated and could not get skilled work.  (1)
Irish immigrants often had no one to help them find a good job.  (1)
Most of the better-paid skilled jobs went to Scots.  (1)
Irish could only get employment in low paid labouring jobs or as servants.  (1)
Irish immigrants often arrived with no money and had to take any job they could get.  (1)
Most Irish immigrants were small farmers and had few skills for other types of work. (1)
Many of the jobs in factories, mines and railway construction needed unskilled workers.  (1)
Irish faced discrimination because they were Catholic.  (1)
Most Irish immigrants could not read or write and most Scots were literate.  (1)
Information about jobs was usually by word of mouth and Scots would only tell other Scots about jobs.  (1)
Employers could pay Irish workers less because they were desperate for work.  (1)
Irish immigrants were willing to work for lower wages than the Scots.  (1)
ANSWER 2 

WHO –   It is by the owner of a Scottish cotton mill who employed Irish labour. (1)

WHEN– It is a primary source from 1834 when large numbers of Irish came to work in Scotland. (1)

WHY – Provide evidence to the Parliamentary Committee on his views about Irish workers. (1)

WHAT – Good detail - The Irish are useful labourers/ their services are of great value to us./  At present, we could not do without them/ the Scots do not take to labouring work even low paid weavers/ Even the handloom weavers, whose wages are very low, do not attempt to be labourers (1)
WEAKNESS - The source is limited and does not mention:-
Many Scots did similar work. (1)

Irish were desperate for work and accepted lower wages. (1)

Cheap Irish labour was often used to break strikes. (1)

Some Irish workers had a bad reputation for drunkenness and violence.  (Navvies)  (1)

ANSWER 3 

 (1 mark for each developed point)

Irish immigrants provided a large pool of cheap unskilled labour for industry.  

Irish immigrants provided cheap seasonal labour on Scottish farms.  

Irish immigrants often did jobs that Scots would not do.  

Irish labour played a big part in the building of canals, railways, roads, and harbours.  

Irish immigrants also worked in the new industries – cotton, coal, iron, and steel.  

Irish labour dominated the building trade at a time when there was a lot of construction work.  

Without Irish labour industry and the economy could not have grown so quickly.  

Cheap Irish labour helped industry and agriculture to be more profitable.  

Many employers had a good opinion of Irish workers who they thought were good workers.  

Scottish wage levels may have been kept down because of cheap Irish labour.  
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
