Church was first point of contact for immigrants and often provided food, money, and shelter.

Priests provided social work services – marriage guidance, settled disputes tried to curb crime and drunkenness, spoke in court for those charged with offences. 
Church collected money to build schools.  

Schools usually managed and taught in by priests.  

Church set up social activities for Catholics – sports clubs and societies.  

Football clubs such as Celtic Hibernian set up by Catholic priests.  

Church wanted to keep Irish community separate and maintain Catholic identity.
