The sources agree about poverty and unemployment in the Highlands at this time. (1)
The sources agree about the increase in population. (1)
SOURCE A -
Population increase was making it difficult for people to earn a living

SOURCE B -
bad management allowed too great an increase in population. (1)

The sources agree about poverty increasing. (1)
SOURCE A -
Poverty was spreading rapidly. 

SOURCE B -
Most communities were in a state of extreme poverty. (1)

The sources agree about the causes of poverty. (1)
SOURCE A - 
Poverty caused by – failure of herring fisheries, end of kelp manufacture, and lack of jobs.
SOURCE A - 
Long term problems- failure of kelp and fishing, end of public works – roads canal. (1)


ANSWER 2

(1 mark for each developed point)

Landowners were motivated by profit - sheep brought in more money than poor tenants did.  

Sheep needed a lot of land –the people lost their farms and cattle grazing lands. 
Few people needed to look after sheep - Highlanders did not have the skills - new people brought in.  

Clearances were carried out with great cruelty - forced evictions, burning of cottages etc. 

Defenceless people ordered from their land and homes at short notice - tenants had no rights.  

The estate factor was often assisted by the police to evict people by force.   

Houses burnt to prevent people returning to them.  

Friends and relatives were forbidden to help those who were evicted. 
They were given no help and left to fend for them selves.  

Many were forced to sleep out in the open, as there was nowhere for them to go.  

Most had nowhere to go - a few were given small patches of land along the shore. 
Some Lairds did help - provided money for emigration / tried to set up new industries. 
From the 1860s, the landowners evicted people to create grouse moors and deer forests. 
ANSWER 3 

WHO -It is by a woman who was present at the time of the clearances. (1)
WHEN– It is a primary source from 1848 when large numbers of Highlanders were cleared from the land. (1)

WHY – Provide an account of how her family and neighbours were evicted.  (1)
WHAT - Good detail- Women had to put the children in carts beside their husbands who were tied up and unable to help them/ Helpless men were tied up on the pier and then thrown like cargo into the hold of the ship/ they all left for the streets of Glasgow or the frozen wastes of Canada.  (1)
