(Source – Own Knowledge)
People knew that their landowners were unwilling to continue to support them.  (1)
They were told they had a better chance of survival if they left Scotland.  (1)
Landowners often offered to pay the fares of people who were wiling to emigrate.  (1)
By immigrating people could obtain free or cheap land in Canada, Australia, and America etc.  (1)
Immigration gave people chance to be independent and free from landlords.  (1)
The government provided assistance with fares and resettlement to encourage emigration.  (1)
Adverts from shipping companies offered cheap fares and promised a better life to emigrants.  (1)
Agents from the colonies travelled around the Highlands persuading people to emigrate.  (1)
Letters from relatives about higher wages, cheap land etc encouraged people to emigrate.  (1)
Newspaper stories and letters about the success of emigrants persuaded many to leave Scotland.  (1)
Emigration societies were set up to help and encourage emigrants.  (1)

SOURCE A -
up to 80,000 people were surplus to the country’s needs. 

SOURCE B -
the highlands had already lost too many of the best people. (1)

The sources disagree about whether money should be spent to keep people in Scotland. (1)
SOURCE A -
Large amounts of money (£80,000) had to be spent supporting poor highlanders. 

SOURCE B -
Government money spent on forestry, roads and harbours would provide jobs and reduce poverty. (1)

The sources disagree about whether the government should encourage emigration. (1)
SOURCE A - 
Solution to problems of highlands was government money for mass emigration to Canada.
SOURCE B - 
Ronald Munro objected to government-assisted emigration.  (1) 

SOURCE A -
refers to the situation in the 1830s when population and poverty was increasing. 

SOURCE B -
is from the 1890s when large-scale emigration had taken place and the population had been greatly reduced. (1)

ANSWER 3  

(1 mark for each developed point)

Large numbers of people were living in poverty especially in the highlands.  

Highland industries had collapsed (kelp, linen) and there was no prospect of employment.  

Landowners were no longer prepared to spend their own money supporting poor tenants.  

Many landowners had influence in government and they wanted rid of uneconomic tenants.  

Emigration would help solve the problems of over population.  

There was not enough good land in the highlands and large areas were used for sheep and deer. 

The failure of the potato crops in the 1840 brought thousands of people close to starvation.  

The government wanted to cut the cost of supporting the poor thought emigration was the best way.  

People who emigrated could improve their lives and support themselves.  

Emigration would help to populate and develop British colonies such as Canada and Australia.  

It was thought highlanders were not suited to industrial work and would do better as farmers overseas.  
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
