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ANSWER 1

(1 mark for each developed point)
During the Weimar Republic women had equal rights in education, employment voting etc.
Hitler believed it was natural for women to be subservient and dependent on men. 

Women were to be good wives and mothers – men were to work, provide for their families and protect them.

Hitler was determined to increase Germany’s population and women were central to this.

Girls were taught from a young age that it was their duty to have as many children as possible.

Schools and the Hitler Youth concentrated on activities which prepared girls to be wives and mothers.

The Nazi Women’s League led by Gertrude Scholz-Klink promoted Nazi ideas. 

Aryan women were only allowed to marry Aryan men to prevent ‘racial pollution’.

The Lebensborn programme encouraged unmarried women to have a child by racially pure SS men.

Women who were racially ‘impure’ or who had hereditary illness were forcibly sterilized.

ANSWER 2
Source A indicates women are not seen as equal Source B claims women are equal. This stems from Hitler’s view that men and women had different roles in society. (1)

The sources disagree about the role of women. (1)
Source A –I detest women who dabble in politics.

Source B –In the Germanic nations there has never been anything else than equality of rights. (1)
The sources disagree about women in the Nazi Party. (1)
Source A – In no section of the party has a women had the right to hold even the smallest post.

Source B - Both sexes have their rights and tasks. (1)

The sources disagree about women in politics. (1)
Source A –90% of the matters dealt with by parliament were masculine affairs on which they could not have opinions of any value.

Source B – tasks of equal value and dignity therefore men and women are equal in Germany. (1)

ANSWER 3
WHO – It is from a book about the personal experience of the writer during Nazi rule. (1)
WHEN - It is a primary source from 1939 during the Nazi period of government. (1)
WHY – It was written to explain what life was like for women in Nazi Germany. (1)
WHAT - Good detail on how the Nazis demand women have more children/ women have lost all rights except having children and working. / Women cannot participate in politics and may lose the right to vote. / lack of opportunity for women in education and employment.
WEAKNESS – The source is limited and does not mention:- 
At schools girls followed a different curriculum and were trained to be good wives and mothers. (1)

Schools and youth organisations promoted physical fitness to prepare for childbearing. (1)
Women were forced out of the workforce and the professions. (1)

Women were discouraged from going to university and their numbers were greatly reduced. (1)

The Nazis used propaganda campaigns to encourage women to have children. (1)

Women with large families were honoured – e.g. the ‘Mothers Cross Medal’. (1)

Nazi schools and Youth organizations constantly told young girls that it was their duty to have children. (1)
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
