WHAT – Good detail - the Scots settlers had not prospered as well as they had hoped/ they all agreed that they were better off than they had been in their homeland/ All are pleased with the education given to their children/ they were never as healthy as since they came to this country. (1)

WEAKNESS - The source is limited and does not mention:-
Many Scots emigrated to escape poverty
Work in Canada was often very hard - clearing land farming in a very cold climate. (1)

About 20%-30% of Scots immigrants gave up and returned to Scotland. (1)

Many Scots emigrants eventually had a better standard of living and became independent landowners.  (1)

Many immigrant Scots had a strong work ethic and were determined to succeed. (1)
Many Scots wanted to live independent lives and this was a powerful motive to work hard.  (1)
Many Scots were skilled tradesmen or professional people.  (1)
The skills of Scots matched the economic needs of America, Canada, Australia, and New Zealand.  (1)
Most Scots spoke English the dominant language in areas of settlement.  (1)
Most Scots could read and write and had a good basic education.  (1)
Some Scots had experience in commerce, trade, banking and industry.  (1)
Some Scots had access to Scottish investment funds for business.   (1)
Some Scots were very successful entrepreneurs and willing to take risks – Andrew Carnegie.  (1)
Canada, Australia, New Zealand were British colonies and Scots received favoured treatment compared to other immigrants.  (1)
