Although the Scots settlers had not prospered as well as they had hoped, they all agreed that they were better off than they had been in their homeland.  All are pleased with the education given to their children, for which they do not have to pay in any way, and say that they were never as healthy as since they came to this country.

SOURCE B


For the highlander the attraction of free or cheap land was the main reason to emigrate.  They wanted independence and to be free from the power of landlords.  The memory of how they were treated in their native lands was a powerful motive to work hard and succeed.  Lowland Scots were often skilled in trades and professions which were much needed in the new lands where they settled.
