HOMEWORK - PROTEST CASE STUDY 
The 1960s was a time of protest. There were demonstrations all over the world about many different things. Many people began to take notice of what was happening around them and tried to change things by speaking out.

There were protests about problems that were closer to home, too. 

In the early sixties the United States Navy sent Polaris nuclear submarines to be based in Holy Loch, near Dunoon. This angered many people because nuclear weapons were very powerful and deadly and many didn’t want them in Scotland. Local people and groups like the CND (Campaign for Nuclear Disarmament) all attended peaceful protests.

Often, music played a big part in demonstrations. Everyone would sing together to raise spirits and get their message across.
