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The *African’ left Liverpool and took 43 days to reach Africa, where she spent 258
days trading. The Middle Passage took 36 days and then 39 days were spent in the
West Indies. The home passage to Britain took 49 days. The corresponding times
for the Duke of Argyle’ were 69 days on the outward passage, 215 days on the

African coast, 42 on the Middle Passage, 41 days in the West Indies and 55 for
the homeward passage.
