Homework 4: The Treaty of Versailles

Germany’s army was limited to 100,000 men, and she was allowed no air force and only a very small navy
Article 231 of the treaty was the War Guilt clause, which said that Germany was fully responsible for the war
Germany lost land to France, Belgium and Poland, as well as all of her overseas territory.
Germany had to pay France and Belgium money and resources worth £6.6 billion to pay for the damage caused by war.
