SCALE AND EFFECT OF LOSSES:
- “Lost Generation”: Glasgow: 18,000 men died– 1 in 57 of its population; Dundee: 4,213 died out of a population of 180,000.
- Of the 6,712 men from the Isle of Lewis who served, nearly 1,000 died
- every community in Scotland impacted by war
- Many who survived suffered physically & psychologically afterwards and many experienced early deaths as a result of the war.
- At least 17 suicides have been identified amongst McCrae’s veterans in the 30 years after the war.
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REMEMBRANCE
- Scottish National War Memorial built in Edinburgh Castle, opened 1927
- contains 148,218 names of those Scots who served in all armed forces, “killed in the service of the Crown” – likely overestimate
- Built because Scotland felt should have its own national war memorial, built “with its own hands in its own country and with its own money.”
- Smaller memorials in every city, town and village, and in golf and bowling clubs
- The Earl Haig Fund Scotland and British Legion Scotland founded in 1921 to raise funds for veterans and families – Haig worked hard on these
- memorials to the fallen in France and Belgium eg Thiepval

DORA – Defence of the Realm Act IN SCOTLAND
- gave Government power to suppress criticism & debate
Left wing newspapers such as Forward (the ILP paper) and Vanguard were closed down during 1915 
- John Maclean was very critical of DORA - he was repeatedly jailed under the terms of DORA
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ISSUE 2
IMPACT ON SOCIETY AND CULTURE
IMPACT ON WOMEN
-RENT STRIKES
- organised in protest at rent rises in Glasgow area by women: Mary Barbour, Agnes Dollan
- refused to pay increases and resisted evictions with flour bombs etc
- impact: successful- won support from men & employers; led to rent Restrictions Act; rent increases illegal unless property improved
- Long term impact: led to careers in politics for many women involved
- SCOTTISH WOMEN’S WAR WORK:
- Mairi Chisolm spent 4 years on front line treating the wounded
- Dr Elsie Inglis, a suffragist, raised money & organised the setting up of field hospitals on the front line in France & Serbia.
- Munitions was a major employer of women. In the Gretna Cordite explosive factory 2/3 of workers were women by 1917 – very dangerous
- worked as bus drivers, in Land Army etc filling in for men; however, Restoration of Pre-War Practices Act meant women lost jobs after war
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- War changed women’s status: allowed out for coffee unchaperoned; greater independence
- Scottish women awarded the vote along with rest of UK as reward for war work (over 30, property owners)
-Long term: 1928 – all women 21+ get the vote
-

OPPOSITION TO WAR IN SCOTLAND
- many Scottish socialists such as John McLean believed it was a war between capitalist ruling classes; German working-class soldiers were not their enemy
- many Scottish pacifists, such as some Christians and all Quakers, believed that war and violence was wrong and unjustifiable – ILP was pacifist
- in Aug 1914, 5000 took part in an anti-war protest in Glasgow
- Ramsay McDonald resigned as Chair of Labour in protest at its support for war
CONSCRIPTION IN SCOTLAND:
- Scottish press supported conscription as necessary since recruitment fallen
- The Union of Democratic Control opposed conscription; 5 Scottish branches 
- Anti-war/conscription campaigning of the ILP, James Maxton, & John McLean – articles in Forward, speeches against war and conscription; imprisonment
- No Conscription Fellowship (NCF) highlighted treatment of ‘conchies’
- Conscientious Objectors objected to the war for religious, ethical or political reasons. Dyce Work Camp near Aberdeen opened for absolutists; back breaking work. Conditions so bad that it was closed after only a few months
