Rationing

You should research your topic carefully using as many sources as possible i.e. internet, books etc. 1 hour per week will be given in school to research and add to your project.

Presentation Guide and Some Helpful Hints
1. You can present your work in as creative a way as you like, for example: a model, a 3D interactive poster, board game, PowerPoint presentation, booklet etc.  Your project should be presented as attractively as possible. You could include drawings, annotated diagrams, maps, charts, graphs and photographs if they are relevant. Ensure your chapters, sections, games and/or models etc are clearly labelled and explained.
2. Do not copy directly from books or web-sites. As much as possible all information should be in your own words.

3. Include a title/front cover, contents page and a bibliography (list of books or web-sites you have used) where relevant.
4. Your project should be equivalent to between 5 and 10 pages of work.
5. Plan out your time, do not leave it all to the last week.
