The Decision-Making Question

Use the information in this booklet to help you answer the decision-making question in the exam.

Complete the practice questions as study and in your wider aspects classes to help you prepare for the prelim.
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The Decision-Making Question
Need to Know:

In this question you need to choose an option to recommend and use the evidence provided to justify this recommendation.
For full marks you must also show why you rejected the other option.
To do this you must present arguments for the other option and provide a ‘counter point’ to these arguments.

It is worth 10 marks, on average you will gain 2 marks per paragraph, so should aim for 5 paragraphs.  

If you successfully combine evidence from different sources and evaluate it well you could gain 3 marks for a paragraph.
How to approach this question:

1. Read the sources and as you do so highlight whether they support option 1 or 2.

2. Identify evidence that can be ‘linked’ by drawing lines between them.  

a. You are looking for 3 linked pieces of evidence to create your 3 main arguments in support of your option.

b. You are also looking for 2 pieces of evidence that support that other option that you can link to evidence for your option that provides a linked counterpoint.

3. Write up your answer.

How to write up your answer:
Your first sentence should state which option you are recommending.

Then follow the below structure.

Arguments in Support of your Option

In this section write 3 paragraphs to support your option.  Each should contain:
1. Reason – Your first sentence should provide a specific reason to support your option.

2. Evidence – Then go on to quote your 2 pieces of evidence – remember to show the source you are using.

3. Evaluation – this can be slotted in between your evidence or afterwards, but should be where you evaluate why the evidence supports your option.

Top Tip: You should be aware of how much ‘evaluation’ of the evidence you are doing.  If you have 2 -3 pieces of evidence in a paragraph with clear evaluation you will be awarded 3 marks for it.  If you do this in 2 of your support paragraphs you can skip the 3rd paragraph!
Sample answer (taken from the ‘Single Police Force’ question)

I have chosen option 1 because having one national headquarters would be more efficient (S1).  25% of the policing budget is spent on headquarters so combining these into one would result in savings from being able to share resources. (S2)  Furthermore source 2 shows that Total savings after 5 years from doing this could be as much as £351,937,000.  (2 marks)

I have also chosen option 1 because a single police force could result in better crime prevention.  Source 1 says that ‘many people do not have full confidence in the policing of their local area’, if there was a single police force they could work together to reduce all levels of crime.  Robbery and Housebreaking are crimes that are still rising, by 2% and 5% (S2), which shows that not all policing is currently effective so a single police force should be introduced.  (3 marks)
Arguments to reject the other option

To do this you could EITHER use new evidence to criticise the other option, OR, you could recognise evidence that might support the other option and then explain why you don’t agree with this.

2 marks are available for each paragraph here.  You can provide less evaluation of the evidence and focus instead on clear and concise paragraphs which link 2 pieces of evidence.

Sample Answer:

I did not choose the other option, because although Luke Robertson says that‘it is unfair that the regions of Scotland should have to contribute to big sporting events that take place in the central belt’ (S3)  David Craig argues that ‘Scotland is a small country which could easily be policed by one force.’
I also reject option 2 to not have a single police force because there are currently big differences between Scotland’s eight forces and many have different resources available (s1).  This is not fair, a single police force would make sure that more money could be spent on frontline services, and that they could be shared to response to large scale emergencies and terrorism more effectively.(S3)

Question 1:   Rockford City

Study Theme: World Powers: USA
There are two Interest Groups hoping to represent Rockford City at a Presidential Conference on “Solving City Problems.”  You have been asked to recommend which group would be most suitable to represent the city.
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BACKGROUND INFORMATION ABOUT ROCKFORD CITY

Rockford is a city in California with a population of 63,000.
Its population has grown significantly recently due to a
large increase in illegal immigrants from Mexico. Local
businesses have found these immigrants very useful as they
are hard workers, often in low paid jobs that others do not
want. This helps the local economy enormously. This is
further backed up by a recent survey which found that
seventy percent of local people are concerned about plans
to stop illegal immigration.

Like many US cities, Rockford has faced great financial and
economic difficulties in recent years. The cost of the high
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school system has been rising yearly. The local hospital may have to close. This would be a great loss
as the hospital gives a very good health service to all residents of Rockford, especially those who have

little or no health insurance.

The recent oil spill off the coast of California caused a few problems for the local fishing fleet and a
small amount of sea pollution. Fortunately, both soon recovered. The new and well paid work on the
gulf oil wells is very important to stopping the decline of the local economy and this is why new oil

exploration areas are being considered.

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SELECTED FACTS ABOUT INVERDON

Inverdon is a Council area in the North East of Scotland. It has a population of 263,000 which has
significantly grown in recent years due to an inflow of migrant workers mainly from Eastern Europe.
They have been useful to local business as they often find work on farms and in other low paid jobs.
Unemployment amongst this group of migrant workers is very low.

Like all Scottish local authorities, Inverdon Council has been facing great financial difficulties in
recent years. This has been due to less money coming from the Scottish Government to it and a
decision to freeze the level of Council Tax paid by residents.

Golf Development Company

A large American company is seeking planning
permission for a massive £750 million
development. It will consist of two golf courses,
a large 400-bed hotel and leisure complex, and
200 holiday homes for short-term rental.

There will also be accommodation for 400 staff.
A separate housing development nearby will
make 300 homes available for sale, with prices
starting at £600,000 per house.

It is expected that the development will be a big
boost to the local economy, as it will provide
5000 temporary construction jobs and 1250
permanent jobs.

For centuries, the USA has attracted immigrants in search of “The American Dream”. Today,
Americans are deeply divided about how to deal with the illegal immigrants who enter the USA|
through the border with Mexico. The best place to see, at first hand, the issue of immigration is
in California. Here, for instance, you can find Mexican nannies collecting the children of rich
Californians from suburban schools or Mexicans cleaning toilets. Many are part of the 7% of
California’s population that are illegal immigrants. ~California has one third of all illegal
immigrants in the USA.
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Unemployment is not a problem in California. Itis  Proposed high-tech fence on the
less than 5%. 70% of Californians think that illegal 140 mile Californian/Mexican Border
immigrants are doing jobs that others do not want.

Many Californians are concerned that illegal
immigrants often live and work as “modern-day
slaves” because they work for low wages and have no CALIFORNIA
paid holidays or sick pay.

[image: image14.png]BACKGROUND INFORMATION ABOUT GLENINCH CONSTITUENCY

+ Gleninch is a constituency in the north of Scotland with a population of 35265
people. It is a largely rural arca with only one town, Inverinch, and a large number of
scattered villages. The traditional industries of farming and fishing have been in
decline in recent years. The unemployment rate is well above the national average.

+ Many young people leave the area, moving to the big cities throughout the UK to
look for jobs or to attend college or university.

 Tourism is very important to the local economy, with a lot of people employed in
hotels, bed and breakfast accommaodation and restaurants. Tourists tend to visit the
area for a few days on short breaks, attracted by rare wildlife and spectacular, unspoilt
scenery. However, there are a number of transport problems in the constituency,
including high petrol prices and poor public transport.

+ There is a proposal to build a wind farm in the arca. This would involve the
construction of 6 large wind turbines along the coast, as well as a 15-mile long power
line built on tall pylons to take clectricity to the rest of the country. This would
create a few temporary construction jobs but will disturb local wildlife and impact on
the scenery of the area.

+ An American mining company wants to build a huge “super-quarry” into a
mountainside near Gleninch. This will produce crushed rock to build roads, railways
and houses throughout the UK. The new quarry will create 150 new jobs in
Gleninch.

At the last General Election, the constituency was won by the Labour Party with a
majority of just over 1000 votes. The Liberal Democrats came second. They are
convinced that, with the right candidate, they can win the seat at the next clection.

Selected Facts and Viewpoints

Detention for 90 days is against civil liberties.

Since the attack on the USA on September 11 2001, Britain has also been a target
for terrorists.

The increased threat from international terrorism means that the police need
increased powers.

To increase maximum detention to 90 days would be against the UK’s international
human rights responsibilitics.

The complexity of a terrorist investigation means that police need more time to
investigate before charges are brought.

Imprisonment without charge for 90 days will do more harm than good and lead to
resentment and more recruits to terrorism.

Supporters argue that the police need the extra time because of the difficulties of
gathering evidence from overseas and from coded computer messages.

The police should be given powers to detain terrorist suspects for up to 90 days due to
the recent increase in the threat of terrorism. It would only be in a very few cases where
a person would have to be detained for the full 90 days. More time is needed to gather
evidence against suspects because of the nature of attacks like the 2005 London
bombings. The investigations into the events of July 2003 produced 80000 videos of
CCTV footage and 1400 sets of fingerprints at 160 suspected crime scenes.

Police Spokesperson

The police should not be given powers to detain terrorist suspects for up to 90 days; the
current 28-day rule is sufficient. It is just as bad as detention without trial. The Law
Lords have ruled that detention without trial is illegal and unacceptable. It seriously

undermines the right to a fair trial, and the principle that you are innocent until proven
guilty.

Community wardens are a good thing. The scheme makes people in communities feel
safer and is good value for money. Community wardens have more time than the police
to build up relationships with people who live in communities that suffer from
antisocial behaviour and a poor environment.
