Devolved and Reserved Powers

Devolved powers are those areas that the Scottish Parliament can make decisions/laws on.

Reserved powers are those areas that the UK (Westminster) Parliament kept control over.

Why were these powers devolved?

1. It is an area that was already largely under Scottish control

eg Education 


Justice

2. It is an area that may affect Scotland differently to England.

eg. Agriculture

3. It is an area that has mainly local effect only

eg. Planning
4. Historical reasons

eg Heritage

Why were some reserved?

1. Decisions will affect the whole of the UK.
Eg Defence

2. Common policy needed.
