
GENERAL SAFETY RULES
1. Act sensibly at all times, the workshop is potentially a dangerous place and accidents will happen when pupils behave foolishly
2. Acting sensibly means: walking not running, talking not shouting, listening to and obeying the teacher’s instructions, carrying tools in a safe way, using tools and equipment safely and using the correct equipment for the work you are doing
3. Long hair can present a safety hazard when working near a machine, your teacher may request that you wear a headband or appropriate head wear to minimise the risk of getting your hair caught in a machine
4. Loose jewellery and clothing are potential risks, you should dress sensibly on the days that you have practical work in Technical
5. You must wear an apron for all workshop activities, white for woodworking and blue for metalworking

6. You must wear safety glasses when using a machine with any moving parts

7. When forging, as well as wearing safety glasses and an apron, you will also need leather gloves

8. When welding, protective goggles or helmet with the correct eye lenses must be worn

9.  Keep yourself clean, wash your hands after working in the workshop
10. Keep your bench clean, don’t allow it to become cluttered with tools you don’t need

11. Never try and operate a tool, a piece of equipment or a machine that hasn’t been fully demonstrated to you
12. Always return tools and equipment to the appropriate rack or cupboard

13. Take care of any materials you have been given and do not interfere with any other pupils work

14. To prevent hand injuries with sharp-edged tools, a good rule to follow is ‘both hands on the tool’ 
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
