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RECORDER CHALLENGE – HARRY POTTER HEDWIG’S THEME
Hi Primary Fives and Sixes,
How are you all getting on with Harry Potter? It certainly is a challenge and I have included the last three new notes for you if you are still giving it a go. Even if you have just managed one part of this you are doing well and do not worry next week’s challenge is considerably easier and just as fun.

NEW NOTE D flat (also known as C sharp).
This is a very simple note - just play note A and take your thumb off the back.
NEW NOTE LOW E flat (also known as D sharp) can be seen below and uses three fingers of the left hand, three fingers of the right hand but instead of covering the sixth hole fully, only cover the first little hole instead of both. Remember to cover the hole at the back with your thumb and blow very gently to achieve this low sound.
NEW NOTE HIGH E flat (also known as D sharp) can be played the same way as the low E flat note but without the thumb and a little more breath pressure to give it the high sound.
